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Critic No. 19 is dedicated to the Online mode of education, which
enabled the inhabitants of the world to remain connected and continue with
their academic, social and professional commitments despite maintaining

distance from each other in times of pandemic.

At the onset of the 2Ist century, the digital world brought a
revolutionary change in every field including the world of academics. Yet the
preferred mode of education for the majority was the physical model of
education. The outbreak of pandemics witnessed a forceful shift from the
widely popular physical model of education to the online mode. To run the
show, it was extremely important for each teacher and learner to acquaint
oneself with the digital world and find solutions to the various challenges and
hurdles, experienced in course of online education.

The special issue presents 31 articles, based on various experiences,
study on virtual classrooms and methods of online teaching.

The article of Abalova Nazgul throws light on the subject of
transformation in education due to the pandemic, and the consequences of
distance learning. Ranjana Banerjee’s article analyzes and provides a
detailed account of the advantages and disadvantages of online resources for
teaching foreign languages. The joint article of Gulmira Baybosinova and
Perizat Dzhubatova outlines the features of Microsoft Teams Workspace,
One Note, Jamboard, Padlet, One-to-One, Pair and Team forms and other
useful software. Elena Belikhina’s article focuses on the subject of the
educational process from a distance. It analyses the difficulties that may arise,
suggesting various methods of solving them through raZOOMnaya method.
Manuradha Chaudhary, through her article, has attempted to share her
experience of using online technological tools in the process of teaching
Russian language in CRS, JNU. Garima Dalal in her paper has explained the
use of Google classroom as one of the options to instil a friendly teaching-
learning environment. Dilbar Djumanova and Isaeva
Makhamadovna suggest various methods of assessments that could be
applied for an effective teaching-learning process of the discipline “problems
of modern lexicology and lexicography”. Sajal Dey, in his article, explores
various alternate modes of teaching, which have been used at EFLU for
engaging students in learning Russian as a foreign language. The article
by Jamila Godina, Maria Zarudnaya and Natalia Kalashnikova analyses the



methodological and pedagogical potential of the virtual environment in
teaching a Basic foreign language.

The article of Igor Emelyanov and Zeev Fraiman describes the
experience of conducting face-to-face seminars for teachers, as well as the
experience of organizing permanent distance lessons for students, with
solutions,  verification =~ and  recommendations for  completed
assignments. Zeev Fraiman and Sonu Saini’s article unfolds, how the
authors have developed mobile applications for education, how effectively
the applications work. The authors have also thrown light on how a teacher
can develop his/her own application. Indira Gazieva explains the non-
adapted material and specific teaching method, which could work very
effectively in language teaching for understanding the phraseological units,
while using them in speech. Gargee Ghosh evaluates online classes from
students” perspectives, with a primary focus on the advantages and
disadvantages of online education. As per the author, the advantages
outnumber the disadvantages in online classes.

Tatyana Kostyukova and Anna Morozova have discussed the
specificities and possibilities of implementation of information technology in
language training in non-linguistic universities of Russia, providing
examples from the experience at MGIMO. In the joint paper of Gaurav
Kumar and Ranjeeva Ranjan, online teaching of Spanish in India through
MOOCs has been examined. This paper looks at the initiatives undertaken by
various organizations in the Indian education system for effectively utilizing
the potential of MOOCs. In his article, Krishna Kumar touches upon the
probable challenges, that need to be addressed in teaching regional languages
through online classes. Subhash Kumar has provided various effective ICT
tools for teaching Russian language inaclass, specifically
during the lockdown. Marina Melnikova and Elena  Kiryushenkova have
described the modern interactive platforms such as Google documents,
Google Sheets, Google Slides, Google Jamboard, Padlet, illuminating how
platforms have been used in an online literature class.

Alina Minitaeva analyses the possibilities of teachers' experience in
conducting the classes using interactive learning technologies. It also
investigates the various methods of managing the independent assignments
of students, and controlling the quality of the formation of students'
competencies. Aziza Mirzanazarova has attempt to determine how the
transformation in education affected the personality of learners. Meeta
Narain has focused on the importance of information technology and its
sources in imparting knowledge through distance mode and the necessity to
study the theory of translation along with its practical applications, with a
special reference to the textbook on the Theory of translation as an important



teaching tool. Merri Petrosyan studies various ways to use Google services in
teaching Russian as a foreign language during distance learning. Vladislav
Popov’s article focuses on the approaches of Google cloud services (Google
Forms, Google Spreadsheets, Google Drive). The possibilities of using Google
cloud services to track lecture attendance and laboratory work are shown in
his article.

Based on the report of the Medical University of Russia, Larisa
Profkofeva's analyses the multiple approaches for conducting various forms
of assessment in the discipline of "Russian as a foreign language". The paper
also highlights the few technological challenges for the teachers of RFL in the
new educational set-up of the pandemic period. Sandesha Rayapa’s article
unfolds the concept of netiquette, highlighting its dissimilarities from Internet
ethics and its relevance in the academic context of the current pandemic
situation. Venera Sabirova’s article discusses the several categories of classes
related to video lectures, with a special focus on the methodological aspects
of a video lecture.

Alka Saharan’s paper discusses the form of e-education and its effect
on the ‘learners’. The paper tries to unfold the connection of e-education
with the teaching-learning process, the challenges and
prospects of the Globalized World. The article by Sonu Saini, dedicated to a
very unique theme, explores the problem of ‘zoombombing’ attacks in the
classes/meetings, conducted online since the beginning of the year 2020. The
article of Richa Sawant reflects the new means used to assess the new skills
of listening, reading, speaking and writing, specifically at the beginner’s level.
It also discusses an innovative method - ‘student as content creators’, applied
for an assessment of the comprehension, memory and application of material
covered. Elena Smirnova’s article reviews the mentally structured
educational technology management in distance learning. Her study
highlights the distinct features of the technical and psychological-pedagogical
problems. Zarin Zeba explains the idea of the BYOD (Bring Your Device)
initiative, applied for teaching geography online, at the school level.

Teaching Russian Online during COVID-19:
Innovative Approaches and Use of Technological Tools

This paper is an attempt to share my experience of using online
technological tools in the process of teaching Russian language in the Centre
of Russian Studies, Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi during
lockdowns imposed due to COVID-19 crisis.

Introduction

COVID-19 pandemic affected the entire world by stopping all the
activities across the world. Its impact is reflected in all the spheres, such as
social, commercial, political, environment etc. Even the education sector is not
untouched from its impact. Amid COVID-19, all schools, colleges,
universities and other teaching-learning institutions are closed due to
lockdown causing disruption and halt to studies. There was sudden
cancellation of classes not only across India but also across the world. A new
equilibrium was needed to continue the teaching learning process as
education has the youngest population and their future is at stake.

During pandemic, advancement in information technology and
online technological tools emerged as heave of sigh to complete the syllabus,
examination process of this academic year across India. These online technical
tools have opened up opportunities to carry out different types of teaching
and learning processes for foreign languages in India. In the process of
teaching a foreign language, technology became an important catalyst to
increase, accelerate and enhance the effectiveness and quality of teaching-
learning and online technological tools have become need of the hour. They
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have not only solved the problems during COVID-19 crisis but also hastened
the process of teaching. However, revealing the importance of online learning
and teaching during pandemic Michael P.A. Murphy writes: “The
normalization of emergency eLearning refers to strategies that frame the
widespread adoption of online learning under COVID-19 as a pathway to a
new normal rather than an emergency response”!.

Online and distance education in India has been gaining the
popularity even before this pandemic also. The Indian government has
promoted online education and digitization of the courses of all subjects from
past many years to reach to the most disadvantaged students in remote areas
with best teaching and learning resources through SWAYAM, INFLIBNET,
NPTEL, IITBX portals. Ministry of Human Resources and Development of
India initiate these portals for MOOC (Massive Open Online Courses)
courses. Russian Language experts took the initiative and started some online
courses on these platforms. Some of the courses on UGC's SWAYAM
platform are communication skills part-1, communication skills part-2 in
IGNOU, proficiency course in Russian in EFL University. The “Russian
studies” on INFLIBNET (‘E -Pathshala’) includes 13 papers of Russian
language, literature and culture. Jawaharlal University is also planning to
offer “Certificate course in Russian” under its Special Centre for E-learning
(SCEL), an online e-learning initiative of the University. However, these
online courses are very few and a lot of time is required to prepare modules
for the courses on these platforms.

During pandemic, completion of the syllabus, assessment and
evaluation of the courses was done through online applications. The online
teaching method helped the teachers and students to build a stronger avenue
in the education sector. In the paper experiences of using online technological
tools in the process of teaching Russian language in the Centre of Russian
Studies, Jawaharlal Nehru University, New Delhi during lockdown imposed
due to COVID-19 crisis is discussed at length.

The institutions in the process of teaching and learning Russian
language during pre-COVID-19 times used the traditional and contemporary
teaching methods and tools for example, the Internet, laptop, camera,
computer, scanner, photocopier, tape recorder, interactive white board,
WhatsApp, email etc. These very tools have been a part of my classroom
teaching process. Even asynchronous mode of e-learning through email and

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WhatsApp was done in pre-pandemic time. Post COVID-19, some most
popular technological tools for enabling synchronous e-learning are Zoom
app, WhatsApp, Google meet, Cisco WebEx, Skype, Google forms, Emails,
Google drive, audio, and video links etc. For teaching and learning online in
synchronous or asynchronous mode, computers, laptops and smartphones
are the necessary gadgets along with internet connectivity that has now
become a key component for the online teaching learning process.
“Synchronous e-learning, commonly supported by media such as video
conferencing and chat, has the potential to support e-learners in the
development of learning communities. Learners and teachers experience
synchronous e-learning as more social and avoid frustration by asking
and answering questions in real time.”2

Zoom app and Google meet are very popular nowadays to conduct
classes, meetings, webinars etc. in the university. Gradually they are
becoming an integral part of the teaching and learning in the university.
However, no technology can replace the classroom or conventional way of
teaching, but these tools have become a boon in present pandemic crisis. In
order to continue learning and teaching one has to use these tools during
online classes. Online classes are promoted by JNU to ensure that education
is not an obstruction during COVID-19 pandemic. Various workshops,
conferences and webinars on online teaching through various applications
are organized at university and center level to train faculties. Workshop on
empowering teaching through online mode (WETOM series) is one such
initiative taken by Jawaharlal Nehru University to prepare the faculty for
online teaching.

My research on online teaching process is divided into three parts,
selecting material for teaching and sharing, teaching and evaluation. Here, I
will discuss which applications are used by me to teach Russian language.

Firstly, I will discuss how teaching material of Russian language can
be selected to teach online and can be shared with students through
asynchronous e-learning tools before or after the class as per the requirement
of the teacher or students. Sir John Daniel writes in his article “Education and
the COVID-19 pandemic” that “Asynchronous working gives teachers
flexibility in preparing learning materials and enables students to juggle the
demands of home and study”3. A teacher can make a WhatsApp group of all

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students in a class and a Google group where he or she can share the teaching
or reading material in the form of ppt, pdf, audio, video etc. at any time.

For teaching Russian grammar and texts at beginner’s level, we have
opportunity to select any text or exercise from the hard copy of the prescribed
Russian textbook available with the teacher for that particular course or from
any other textbook. After scanning the text, exercise or any other teaching
material and converting it into a soft copy, the material can be made available
to the students through the online groups. We can also compose our own new
exercises of Russian grammar for the topic, which we are planning to cover
by selecting examples from various books or textbooks. This teaching
material in the form of power point presentations, pdfs, word document
photos etc. can be shared with students by e-mail or WhatsApp or with
Google drive to practice at home. Students generally save the e-material on
their mobile phones and can use the material at any time to revise or practice.

Nowadays many Russian textbooks, practical exercises books and
dictionaries are available in soft copies. There are some websites like
twirpx.com, pdfdrive.com from where one can download various books
easily and free of cost. These soft copies of Russian books can be used as
teaching material for the students.

The Internet has been the biggest aid for teachers even before COVID-
19 in the selection of suitable texts and exercises in order to diversify and
supplement the textbook material, which makes the topic to be covered in the
classes more interesting and removes the monotonous approach in teaching.
I picked up interesting jokes, proverbs, sayings, audio clips, video clips and
other materials from the Internet sites, which makes teaching in the classroom
dynamic and more interesting. Students are found to be quite enthusiastic
and respond to this type of methodology of teaching and learning. The
supplement material can be shared with students in advance or after the class
for reinforcement of the topic through WhatsApp, E-mails, and Google drive
etc.

For practicing pronunciation and enhancement of listening skills
audio or video recording of the text can be done by teachers. It helps them to
practice the pronunciation of difficult words at home. The students can better
understand and remember where to put stress on the syllable and intonation
in the sentence while reading. Audio and video clips of larger size can be
shared via Google drive. There are audios and videos available online by the
experts that can be an additional material which can also be made available
to the students to improve their reading skills.

For teaching translation courses online, diverse socio-political texts
can be selected from various official websites of Russian and Indian
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newspapers. In the online classes, texts on the most recent events taking place
in Russia or in India can be used to generate interest among the students Texts
can also be provided related to different spheres like sports, culture, science,
society, business, religion, environment, films, education, and politics
especially on bilateral relations as per the interest of the students. These texts
are very useful not only for consolidating the vocabulary of the students, but
also for enriching them with the latest information.

The introduction of translation can be done with very common
words, word combinations, abbreviations, simple constructions, small
sentences that can be selected and compiled for teaching translation of socio-
political texts from Russian into English and vice versa. For advance level of
translations, texts from different spheres can be selected either from official
websites or from online newspapers and teachers can simplify these texts
depending on the level of proficiency of the students. Translation of difficult
constructions and of unknown words can be provided at the end of the text
so that students can translate it easily without taking help of the dictionary.
All these materials can be shared with students through either email,
WhatsApp or any other means before the class, so that during online classes
students are ready with their translation, and translations can be discussed in
the virtual classrooms with the teacher. Some of the sites for selection of texts
to teach translation of newspaper material from Russian to English or vice
versa are given below:

The aspect of conducting online classes of Russian language and how
teaching is carried out through online applications forms the second part of
the argument of my paper.

As we know that synchronous mode of e-learning promotes inquiry
based learning and direct teaching through various online applications like
Zoom, Google meet, Webex etc. Stefan Hrastinski discusses in his article “A
study of asynchronous and synchronous e-learning methods discovered that
each supports different purposes” that “Synchronous e-learning, commonly
supported by media such as videoconferencing and chat, has the potential to
support e-learners in the development of learning communities. Learners and
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teachers experience synchronous e-learning as more social and avoid
frustration by asking and answering questions in real time”*.

While shifting from conventional mode of teaching Russian to online
mode during lockdowns Zoom, Google meet and Webex became handy and
commonly used applications for lectures and discussions. The most
convenient and easy to use is Zoom with a number of functions, and makes it
easy for teachers to handle virtual class. Generally, in the Centre of Russian
Studies there are approximately 40 to 50 students in any group of Russian
language. All the students can easily connect with the teacher through Zoom
application in this virtual classroom. To comprehend the lecture if teacher
wants to show some slides or any power point presentation, or the texts or
grammar exercises it can be done with help of sharing screen along with the
lecture. To teach grammar, soft copies of Russian books, and exercises
prepared by the teacher can be used to practice with students in a virtual
classroom. The students can raise their hand or can write their queries in chat
box for the teacher if they have problems in reading and understanding of the
text. The teacher can also allow the students to share their screen and can
check the material live or can ask the students to give presentation on their
topics.

Apart from the texts and grammar exercises from the prescribed
books, for the beginners of the Russian language in order to supplement the
textbook material, teachers can use various sites that contain very good
teaching material on various grammatical and literary concepts. These
concepts can be introduced by the teachers. Exercises specifically related to
Russian grammar and culture are available on these sites. All the topics of
grammar like verbs, nouns, adjectives, pronouns, prepositions, conjunctions
etc. are explained in detail with exercises for practice. Following are some of
the sites, which can be accessed for teaching Russian language:

These online sites for Russian language are quite useful for beginners
of Russian language as the learners can observe how to write Russian letters
correctly and learn to combine them properly in cursive writing. Online
exercises are very beneficial in developing skills for the accurate
pronunciation of Russian sounds and words, students learn about stress and
reduction of vowels and intonational constructions. Therefore, they master
the correct reading of sentences built on various syntactic models. These
exercises are very significant in enriching the vocabulary of students. Online
quiz (Olympiads), games and tests are available on these sites to help the
students to eliminate their doubts and expand their knowledge of Russian
language in a more productive and creative way. Audios of Russian songs,
poems, and stories can also be played online to make the subject more
interesting for the students in online classes. These kinds of online exercises
have been proved very beneficial to teach students online during COVID-19
lockdown.

While conducting oral courses for the beginners in a virtual
classroom, introduction of the vocabulary like the names of clothes, fruits,
vegetables, colors, vehicles, etc., with their photographs and pronunciation
can also be placed in pictorial form to the students on Zoom application
through presentations. The displaying photograph of an object helps students
to associate lexical units with specific objects denoted by these words and
help students to understand its semantic aspect. Visual presentations always
make the learning easier for the students. Visual presentations while teaching
vocabulary using zoom application are even more useful to explain or
describe when there is introduction of words that denote objects unknown to
students mainly due to cultural differences.

For communication skills, as we know, visual memory plays a very
important role in acquisition of new vocabulary as well as in reinforcing
familiar vocabulary that are taught by teachers in the lessons. Teaching with
small films makes the process of learning a language more interesting and
entertaining, as they are an authentic and diverse source of language. Apart
from that, the film provides students with the opportunity to familiarize
themselves with various syntactic constructions and other grammatical forms
used by native speakers in “real” situations. While watching films, students
listen to the colloquial Russian language that helps to improve their
pronunciation as well as enhance their ability to understand the spoken
language. In addition, they are also familiarized with the gestures of the
characters speaking that language. As we know, gestures and expressions or
dialogues of characters involved in communication complement the
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transmitted message and help to understand the message clearly by the
interlocutor.

Small stories and cartoons like Little Red Riding Hood, Masha and
the Bear etc., which are directly related to their course content, can be played
in the virtual classrooms with help of Zoom. Teacher should select films from
all genres, i.e., Comedy, tragedy, drama romance etc. and these genres of
films help students to understand the society of Russia. YouTube links or
other URL links of films, stories, cartoon etc. can be shared with the students,
so that they can watch the films at home whenever they want.

Translation courses can also be taught online during COVID-19 by
using online technological tools. A text can be provided to students
beforehand and on Zoom platform students can discuss their translations of
the text provided through email or any other app. Alternatively, students can
be asked to do their translation in the virtual classroom with the help of some
online dictionaries. Some difficult expressions, constructions of the text can
also be discussed. Text of the same sphere can be given to the students as
homework and they can be asked to submit the translation of the text through
Gmail. The teacher can evaluate and send it back.

There are also some online bilingual dictionaries that students can
use while doing translation or reading of texts. Some of them are:

dictionaries or portals students can immediately see unfamiliar words and

expressions that are found in texts or in newspaper material for translation.
Some of these dictionaries contain phonetic transcription of the words. Here,
students simultaneously receive information on the grammatical and stylistic
characteristics of the words in these dictionaries. They can check not only
meaning of the words along with their usage in the sentences but also find
out the stress, check the aspects of the verbs, their conjugation in past and
present, the gender of nouns, adjectives and their declension. Apart from that,
one can get synonyms and antonyms of the words along with their usage.

How students of Russian language are evaluated online during
Pandemic is third part of this article.

During COVID-19 Google forms have been proved very helpful for
evaluation of the grammar and other written papers like introduction of the
newspapers and journals and for the translation at the beginner’s level. For
advance level of translation, the teacher can ask students to submit their
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exercises on email or WhatsApp. A time limit should be prescribed and
students can be observed through Zoom. For communication skills, oral
exams can be easily conducted online on zoom app. Evaluation can also be
done on the basis of assignments and projects submitted by students.

Conclusion

With help of many technical tools and online applications teachers
struggled a lot in virtual classrooms and devised their methodology to
continue their teaching of Russian language during this pandemic lockdown.
The critical situation and crisis enhanced the role of these applications, which
proved very beneficial and also helps to save time, energy, paper and money
to engage students in various cultural and academic activities. Of course,
there are some internet connectivity issues and problems but the positive and
constructive aspect of technology cannot be ignored. Thanks to the
technological advancements even in the crisis teaching and learning process
is continued. Moreover, new virtual classroom teaching connected the
student and teachers across India and abroad.

Certainly, online teaching cannot replace conventional teaching in
future as human-to-human interaction is more fruitful and productive. Apart
from the course work, the students learn interpersonal relationship,
punctuality and gain confidence to discuss any problem with their teacher or
with peer students. However, selection of material is extremely important in
online classes as students feel disconnected in online classes as compared to
conventional classroom. That is why interesting topics related to recent
events, small films, stories and texts about Indo- Russian friendship can make
them feel more connected in the online classes of Russian language.

The solution lies in the blending of conventional and online teaching
methods as it has now become the need of the day. Thus, post COVID-19 crisis
online technological tools should be used in the classes and must be made an
integral part of teaching and learning process. Online technological tools on
the one hand saves the time, energy, money and on the other hand makes
teaching and learning of Russian language effective and interesting and it is
seen as an alternative way to interact and disseminate information to the
students.

Academic Writing Using EdTech:
A Case of Google Classrooms

The present scenario of COVID-19 has pushed teachers to use online
teaching platforms. This situation poses several challenges for teachers. The
paper looks at the use of Google classroom as one of the options to instil a
friendly teaching-learning environment. It further emphasises the use of
Metacognitive skills to make our second language teaching online
classrooms active using educational technology. The author explores the use
of Google classrooms in incorporating this model using EdTech. It explores
the underlying challenges faced on the online platforms such as the
sequencing of online lectures, preparation and planning; selecting and using
learning strategies for all learners, monitoring strategy use in the classroom,
combining various strategies and evaluating the learning.

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Ed Tech new norm in teaching

At the onset of the lockdown in India due to the global coronavirus
pandemic, educational technology came to the rescue of several academics
stranded midway their teaching assignments. Initially the teaching
community communicated to the students with various social media
platforms but later more robust educational platform was needed. All higher
education policymakers in India also deliberated and suggested the use of
alternate means to impart education at the national level. However, scholars
like Bach et.al. argue that technological change also needs to be understood
alongside other key social and economic changes and that technology can
provide a solution to provide quality educational experience in higher
education!. The respective Indian ministries of education provided a range of
EdTech material to the World Bank who catalogued a country-wise EdTech
support list including several sections and sub-sections which dealt with
posts to help the stranded instructors in the middle of their going academic
work2,

Within a matter of days, the world saw a paradigm shift in the regular
teaching-learning. The scenario automatically imposed a change in teaching-
learning, and the educators had to familiarise themselves with blended
teaching practices using technology as a support to impart education, and
EdTech suddenly became the new norm in education. This period also
opened online discussions to suit the better fitted virtual platforms for each
educator depending on their requirements as an alternate means. One of the
pertinent questions faced by academics now was how to adjust the online
teaching platforms to include learner-friendly teaching strategies in virtual
classrooms.

Google Classroom is a virtual platform offered by Google which is
now used by numerous educational institutions worldwide. This paper
focuses on the use of Google classroom as one of the virtual platforms and
finds how the platform is performing as an effective medium to teach the
second language using educational technology. Several studies reiterate the
use of Google classroom as an effective online tool for conducting classes.
Some studies examine the effectiveness of Google classroom at the level of

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primary education to test its application for higher education® while other
studies have explored the success of Google Classroom’s active learning
activities for disciplines such as Data Mining* in Computer Sciences,
Geography’, Mathematical concepts® to name a few. Further, research
suggests that globally, English language instructors prefer Google classroom
to be one of the most interactive platforms for conducting online classes’. The
author presents her first-hand account on the usage of Google classroom for
her “English for Academic Writing’ course using various techniques necessary
to use this platform for conducting online classes. It explores the underlying
challenges faced on various stages such as setting a class, adding learners to
the class platform, sharing material and streaming academic content in
various forms for the learners, designing classwork and assessing
assignments like designing a quiz, a peer-review assignment; settings for
assignments, evaluating scores and sharing grades with the students.

Language teachers in online teaching

To cope with the virtual classrooms, language teachers need to
incorporate strategies that help students understand, use and construct
language, especially English used in academic writing. It is advisable to
gradually move from basic skills to develop higher-order thinking skills
which help to facilitate the learning process. Such higher-order thinking skills
include analysing, examining, investigating, categorising, critically thinking,
et cetera, which can be incorporated in online classes to facilitate the learners.
Thus, the focus is primarily on the learner, and for language teachers, a
metacognitive approach plays a vital role in our second or foreign language
classrooms to inculcate these metacognitive skills in our teaching we need to
pay attention while designing online materials for all learners. An example of
the lesson plan for research scholars and postgraduates about learning

Further, we can decide the
mark categories based on how we want to mark or assess our learners. The
categories like quiz, term paper, assignment, academic essay et cetera, which
would be criteria for assessing the learners and the respective marks for each
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of the assessment criteria can be set in the platform. In the example shared we
have one quiz for 25 marks followed by a discussion for 10 marks and a
second quiz for 15 marks. This section also gives us the option if we would
like to share the overall marks obtained by the learner with the learner or not.

Once the virtual classroom is created, we can customise our
classroom with a theme or a photograph to make it engaging. Also, we have
four tabs which take care of different needs and requirements of the
instructors. These are stream, classwork, people and marks which are
discussed in detail in respective sections of this paper.

Once we have created the classroom successfully for all learners, the
next challenge is to add the learners to the existing classroom. The process to

add learners can be done in two ways; first, in the general settings % on the
classroom page, we have a unique class code available. This unique class code
can be shared with students for the respective classes using which they can
enter that specific classroom. For security purposes, we should be cautious
with whom we share this specific class code as it grants an easy access to our
classroom.
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The second method to invite learners to join the specific classroom is
by accessing the People tab on the main classroom page. Entry to the section
shows the instructors name as teachers where multiple teachers can also be
added to this classroom. This can be an excellent opportunity to involve our
colleagues in our online teaching classrooms for peer review suggestions as it
is a brilliant way of improving our teaching skills. Similarly, students can also
be added to this platform by typing in their respective emails by sending a
personalised invite to them. This invite automatically generates an email
which goes to the learners account through which they can quickly join the
class. Also, the sections discussed above gives us the option to stream that is

As depicted in the screenshots shared above settings like release mark
in the quizzes section can be used to share the results immediately with the
learners. Further, we can also let the learner know if they have missed a
question, the correct answers to the questions and the point values of each
question. This can help the student to learn the correct answers to the
questions he has undertaken and the weightage of each question that they
have answered. Further settings like collect email addresses are important for
the instructors to ensure that the students are taking the test and most
importantly limiting the response to only one attempt is highly essential as
many times the learners misuse this feature to take the test multiple times
after learning the correct answers to the questions. Thus, the general settings
like the respondents can edit after submitting and see summary charts and
text responses need to be limited as they are areas which can be misused. To

like shuffle question order which is a great feature to ensure that the quiz
cannot be miss used. A confirmation message that their response has been
recorded to the quiz can also be altered by the instructor depending on his
requirement. These features of Google forms imbibed in the Google
classrooms make it highly successful and exciting at the same time.

Scores to quizzes are automatically evaluated if we are providing the
correct answers and using multiple choices in a quiz. These scores are stored
in the form of Excel files on the Google Drive folder and can be easily

Teaching in the Time of COVID-19: The EFLU Experience

This is no news that the novel corona-virus pandemic and the lockdown as
its precaution/aftermath have forced the educational institutions to shut
down their premises even in India. But we all feel that the entire teaching-
learning process should not stop because of this un-natural calamity. With
the advanced technologies at our disposal, we can now switch over to
alternative modes of teaching and learning. In other words, online teaching
is the new way forward.

In the proposed paper, I am going to discuss my experience of this
switchover. Like all other modes and methods, the online modes of teaching
have some shortcomings along with many benefits. Associated with it are
some socio-economic problems as well, since as one of the leading central
universities of India we receive students from different cultures, ethnicities
and backgrounds. This paper will share with others how we at The English
and Foreign Languages University (EFLU) are dealing with these
shortcomings and problems, and how in this process we ourselves are
learning to adapt to the changed scenario.

One of the markers of the strength of a person’s/nation’s character is

how he/she/it reacts and adapts to a changed environment. Changes in some
form or the other are inevitable and they are the only constant in this
ephemeral world. However, drastic changes in the environment cannot
always be predicted well in advance. Therefore, one is not really ready to face
them all the time. The outbreak of novel human coronavirus (COVID-19)

pandemic at the fag-end of 2019 is one such occasion.
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Ever since the outbreak of the virus was reported, first in China and
then very soon in other countries, several measures were taken to stop its
globalization. But it was perhaps too late. With no other options available to
governments, drastic measures like complete lockdown of almost all normal
public and societal activities had to be forced. One may call them precaution
or aftermath of the pandemic or both, but the fact is that it caused educational
institutions too to shut down their premises almost everywhere, including
our country. But most of us felt that the entire teaching-learning process
should not stop because of this menace. With the advanced technologies at
our disposal now, we can switch over to alternative modes of teaching and
learning. That is one way to move ahead in this unusually adverse situation.

It is not that alternatives to face-to-face mode of teaching were not at
all available in our country or the world. There were distance education
programmes, correspondence courses, open education courses and similar
ways of teaching; but the formats were different. In CIEFL (Central Institute
of English and Foreign Languages), as EFLU (The English and Foreign
Languages University) was known before, we had and still have distance
education mode available for many programmes that has yielded enviable
results. In fact we were the pioneers in entire Asia in imparting foreign
language education at Master’s level through distance mode. It was both a
popular and a successful programme. In order to ensure the same standards
of teaching and learning, our distance education programmes required more
time than the face-to-face ones. Moreover, each one of such programmes had
a substantial face-to-face component too, without which it was incomplete.
Revisions, rigorous and compact classroom teaching as well as examinations,
were always conducted during that phase. Now the challenge before us was,
how to continue teaching as well as evaluating the students while
maintaining the same academic standard and same academic calendar but
without disrupting the current semester.

Desperate situations require desperate measures. As our university
was preparing for the imminent lockdown, the students were asked to leave
their hostels in three days and go home. Unable to gauge the scale of the
impending danger, the students felt unhappy and were not willing to comply
initially. Nevertheless, they were persuaded to go. The teachers were asked
to start online classes and also to conduct internal tests online. These were
steps that had to be taken but were not very easy to implement.

Some of the difficulties were as follows:

1) Majority of our students at present are from the southern states, mainly
from Kerala. For them it was a long journey back home, around 3000
kilometers or more from the campus.
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2) Understandably, not all the students come from affluent families. It was
difficult for them to afford air travel, and travelling by train meant spending
three days approximately on the road. Moreover, it was not easy to get a
confirmed train ticket in such a short period of time.

3) As aresult, some of them could not manage to go back home. They decided
to stay either with some local friends in the city or in some private hostels in
and around the state.

4) The majority number of students, who somehow managed to reach home,
were so exhausted that it was difficult to bring them back immediately into
study mode. But giving a break was not feasible, else the semester would go
haywire.

5) As such it is always difficult to bring some students back into study mode,
when they are away from the university. They do it better, while living on-
campus and along with other students in hostels.

6) The covid-19 scare, coupled with the restrictions of movement and
restrictions on social behaviour, had negative impact on the students and
their families too. Managing to stay safe and study from home put extra
pressure on their mental and cognitive capacities.

Once they were brought back into the study mode, it was found that:

1) Some of them did not carry their books and other materials back home, as
they expected to return soon;

2) Some of them were not adept in the use of technologies, and usually
avoided them;

3) Some of them were from economically underprivileged sections, and were
unable to afford a personal computer or costly smartphones; and

4) Quite a few tried but had difficulties in connecting with the teachers
because of local network problems.

In spite of all these shortcomings we moved ahead. Solutions, even
though temporary, were looked for and found out. I even scanned and copied
book chapters for students and sent them through WhatsApp. Other teachers
too used some innovative ways to reach out to students. Together we covered
the entire student population.

Fortunately, majority of the teachers on the campus were acquainted
with the online modes of teaching. They had gone through different courses
and workshops on MOOCs, e-content development, open resources and
online teaching methods. Some of them had been using it partially for quite
some time, while others used it occasionally. Now, as it became imperative
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that we should change the mode of teaching completely and immediately,
some amount of inertia was perceptible. However, the authorities left no
stone unturned. They conducted short lectures (both online and offline) on
campus to better equip the teachers, and also invited all of them to participate
in an intensive online course-cum-workshop conducted by (QASPIR) Quality
Assurance Strategic Planning Institutional Research, UK. This was facilitated
by Association of Indian Universities and participation fees were fully borne
by our university.

This workshop was supposed to make them more skilled and
confident in continuing online teaching. Unlike many other universities,
EFLU authorities then decided to go ahead with online examinations too. But
most of the teachers were concerned about proper and justified evaluation of
the students. There was the big question of invigilating the examinations, as
well as of checking plagiarism and cheating too. This time again, QASPIR
conducted a short course-cum-workshop on online evaluation procedures
exclusively for EFLU teachers. This is supposed to have prepared the teachers
for the novel experience.

Personally, I had always been fascinated by blended learning concept
and had been using it during my classes. Selected videos from YouTube and
other sources have been used by me to augment my face-to-face teaching. It
gives us some practical benefits:

1. Saves the pain for the teacher of repeating the same thing again and again
2. As audio-visual materials, these are always more effective than other texts
3. Students can watch the videos and practice at their own free time

4. Particularly effective as vacation-time learning tool

5. Gives students the opportunity to hear native Russian pronunciation,
which they can replicate/follow

6. Gives them chance to think out of the box, i.e. beyond the prescribed
textbook and syllabus

Conclusion

For online teaching modes to be fully successful the following is absolutely
necessary:

1) Internet connectivity and electricity at each and every remote part of India

2) To regulate the internet service providers so that they provide good
connectivity all through the day and at each and every part of the country
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3) Training the students’ community in order to enable them to reap benefits
of alternative modes of teaching

4) To provide liberal scholarships and/or equipment/laptops to economically
backward students

5) To provide free and/or affordable transit to the students” community
6) Changing the overall mindset of all concerned towards latest technology

The teachers of our Department of Journalism and Mass Communication
have already conducted surveys among students to find out the level of
acceptance of online teaching, and whether this could be made the default
mode from now onwards. The opinions varied widely.

However, as I finish this article today, on 10th June 2020, all three campuses
of EFLU have just finished their semester-end examination completely online.
This is a first among the central universities of India. The following is a news
report from yesterday, 9th June 2020:

EFLU successfully conducts end-semester exams online

Hyderabad: The English and Foreign Languages University (EFLU)
earned the distinction of being the first among the Central universities in the
country to have successfully conducted end-semester examining online
during the lockdown. The EFLU, Vice-Chancellor, Prof E Suresh Kumar said
that it was made possible due to the proactive measures taken by him and
active support from the students, faculty and non-teaching staff of the
university and its off-campuses. In turn, students pursuing various
undergraduate, postgraduate, teacher education courses and PhD at the
university headquarters in Hyderabad and at the regional campus in
Lucknow appeared for their end-semester examinations online.
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He said exams are in progress in the regional campus of the
university in Shillong through online mode with student-friendly formats. He
congratulated the teaching staff for the successful conduct of the
examinations and added, "The university is also probably the first in the
country to have online viva voce examinations of PhD Scholars beginning as
early as 19 March 2020. The VC said that apart, the university through its
University Social Responsibility Endowment Fund to spread awareness on
Covid-19 through jingles broadcasts on FM Radio, Hyderabad. The university
also produced short-films part of an awareness campaign against the
coronavirus in different languages.

Changes are taking place in the modern educational space where the
teacher-student is now, which entails changes not only in methodological, but
also in pedagogical approaches in the education system. Already today, we
are witnessing how digital integration into the process of education is
changing the educational environment, as well as all other spheres of human
life. Student and teacher remain the main constant participants of the
educational process. However, both they and their relationships in the
process of transferring and receiving knowledge will undergo a global
transformation under the influence of "digital technologies".

According to the Federal Law of 29.12.2012 N 273-FZ (edition of
24.04.2020) "On Education in the Russian Federation", Article 16 on the
implementation of educational programs using e-Learning and distance
learning technologies [as amended by the Federal Law dated 29.12.2012 N

1. E-learning refers to the organization of educational activities with
the use of information contained in databases and used in the implementation
of educational programs and providing its processing information
technology, technical means, as well as information and telecommunications
networks that provide the transmission of this information over
communication lines?, interaction between students and teachers. Distance
educational technologies are understood to be educational technologies
implemented mainly with the use of information and telecommunication
networks at the intermediate (distance) interaction of students and teachers.

3. When implementing educational programs with the use of e-
learning, distance learning technologies, the place of educational activity is
the location of the organization carrying out educational activities, or its
branch, regardless of the location of students.

Thus, new requirements and conditions are put forward for teachers,
under which it is necessary to react quickly and adapt to changing trends in
the educational space. For example, teachers of the Department of Foreign
Languages No. 1 of the Plekhanov Russian Economics University are already
trying to meet the requirements of modern society in search of new
approaches to teaching business communication in a foreign language. In this
regard, the author has developed the technology of interactive teaching
students in the direction of training 42.03.01 Advertising and public relations

technology is implemented through the following stages.

1. Initiation of the idea - introduction of virtual educational
environment in teaching foreign language of business communication.

2. Creation of a project student team (the main participants of this
project are students of the Marketing Department).

3. Integration and implementation of e-Learning space, various
online platforms that allow working with a large number of students.

4. Controlling of actual effectiveness and practical importance of
introduction of the abovementioned virtual educational environment.

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Accelerate the process of information integration, which allows to
increase academic mobility of not only a faculty member, but also of their
students (for example, using MOOCs);

Update the material that can be later adopted to the level of students’
foreign language competence and their needs, which will provide the ground
for development of educational programs that could respond to the needs of
a fast-changing demands of employers and the market;

Change the existing algorithm of technical support of students;
application of different types of technical support for foreign language
learners, which transforms a classroom into environment that enables
students to discuss, formulate and exchange opinions and create an
atmosphere that encourages using creative approaches when performing
tasks. This allows to shift from boring and monotonous English language
classes with lots of explanations, provides better motivation to students as the
teacher can introduce a variety of teaching tools and methods within a
relatively short time span.

Introduce the method of blended learning. This enables the teacher to
conduct individual classes in the English language with a vast variety of
practices for all levels of foreign language competence and different types of
classes in order to introduce active teaching methods;

Use of information technologies both in and outside the classroom.
This allows increasing students’ motivation as multimedia gadgets and voice
recognition function enable students to have more practice in a foreign
language.5 Introduction of teaching methods allowing students to use a
smartphone or a tablet prove to be much more motivating in comparison with
more traditional ones involving the use of a coursebook and a CD. Modern
technologies, when used in a foreign language classroom, turn students from
passive receivers of information into active participants of educational
process and enable them to plunge deeper into the field of linguistics.
Students can use a number of complex applications that can be synchronized
even when offline in the course of foreign language studies.

The purpose of the research is to determine the level of effectiveness
and students’ interest in interactive teaching and learning methods. First and
second year PRUE students of Marketing department participated in the
survey.

In order to do conduct the survey educational materials including
video lectures, presentations, research simulation, case analysis and tests
were developed.

In the course of the research, at different stages of educational
activities, the following trend was distinguished: students tend to be
interested in such types of practice. In the course of discussion, it was found
out that online lectures were easy to follow and understand, students were
able to produce short and developed monologues.”

It is obvious that the use of modern technologies increases the level
of students’ interest and motivation when studying a foreign language,
allows them to be more creative and active during their classes.

There are such language teaching’s methods, when the teacher does not
plan the lesson's topic and allows students to construct the theme of the
topic themselves.

Introduction

The increasing use of Internet and accessibility of technology in the
21st century has led to the emergence of online learning as a new trend!.
Online education or online learning may be defined as a course or study
conducted via the Internet on any digital medium, such as zoom, skype etc.
Web-based education, e-learning, distance learning, Internet-based learning,
computer-based courses and instruction, Internet teaching and instruction,
virtual teaching and learning, tele-teaching, and tele-instruction comes under
the umbrella term of online education or online learning. The online learning
environments are characteristically different from one another. It is broadly
divided into three groups, namely, fully web-based, blended or hybrid
format, and traditional courses using web-based mediums. Fully web-based
courses are entirely conducted via the Internet in an online platform with no

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face-to-face interaction. A mix of web-based teaching and classroom sessions
is known as Hybrid courses. The third form of online learning uses
technology as an additional tool for the traditional classroom approach. Non-
face-to-face teaching emerged in the early years of 1800s in the US. Classes
were conducted through correspondence programs by the teachers and
learners of the University of Chicago, with instructors and receptors being
present at different locations.

The demand for online courses is derived from a push “to provide
quality education to all students, regardless of location and time”3. Online
learning has gained popularity among the population of students who are
geographically distant from the instructor but have access to the course via
any digital medium. Students are attracted to this method of learning due to
its flexibility and the method suits the mindset of those students who have
school phobia, social phobia or have school refusal in nature. It caters to the
academic needs of those students who are single parents, expelled or are
dropouts, by helping them in gaining diploma in a specific field*. Few surveys
have been conducted in the academic history to note the expansion of online
educational programs. Research has been conducted by Pew Research Center
in the year of 2010 - 2011, which shows that 89% of four-year colleges and
universities offers different types of online courses, such as, blended learning,
web-based teachings etc.’ The survey states that 32% of the student
population who have been enrolled in the Higher School in 2013, preferred to
choose at least one online study program. The National Center for Education
Statistics (2008) has recorded the growth of technology-based distance
education in the form of number of K-12 public school students by 65% in two
years (from 2002 - 2003 and 2004 - 2005).

The traditional form of teaching with face-to-face interaction in a
physical classroom in the presence of a teacher is known as the Brick-and-
Mortar system of education. The brick-and-mortar system of education has

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its own certain elements, such as, attendance, location, proper schedule, face-
to-face interaction as well as presence of a class atmosphere. The modern
technology-based education has also its own elements, such as, software to
conduct such classes, flexibility, accessibility to material for future uses, cost
effectiveness etc. Both the forms of teaching have its own elements; it is solely
students’ discretion which method suits them based on their mindset and
accessibility.

How does online-based education work?

Keeping in mind the quality of learning, experiences and outcomes,
different technology-based applications are used to aid the online mode of
learning. E-learning involves the use of both asynchronous technologies (e.g.,
e-mail, threaded discussion boards, newsgroups) and synchronous
technologies (e.g., webcasting, chat rooms, desktop audio and video
technology). Previously, either of the two strategies were implemented for
conducting online classes, but nowadays, web-based education tends to
blend the two forms of synchronous as well as asynchronous technologies,
supplemented with face-to-face interactions.

Advantages of attending online classes

Web-based instruction is a learner-centered approach of learning.
Online learning has been found to be useful for those students who favour
self-regulated learning.® In a study conducted by Kirtman, a student
responded to online coursework by stating, “it is more self-guided so I can
spend more time on the concepts that I need help with and less on concepts
than I pick up quickly”.” This methodology fulfils the need of those self-
directed learners who prefer to learn independently.®8 The learner must
remain self-motivated as he plays the role of self-starter in this process of
learning. In a nutshell, the following points describe the benefits of web-based
learning;:

e Convenience and flexibility (self-paced learning): Online learning
provides learners with an opportunity who do not participate in
traditional class settings, to schedule their academic plan and other
activities. The 24 hours access to study materials is a great incentive

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for the students. Online access to the courses at anytime, anywhere,
helps learners to study at their own convenience.

o Self-paced instructions are designed for the learners to earn credits
and has flexibility in the enrollment process. The self-paced courses
offered by the likes of Coursera, edX etc., enables learner to earn
credits and enhance their degree program while working from home.

¢ Online learning enhances the technical skills as well as digital literacy
of the learners. Web-based learning involves students familiarizing
with the web-based interactions over the digital medium, such as, e-
mails, discussion boards, word processors, etc. This helps learners to
gain proficiency in typing and handling digital platforms smoothly.

o Cost effective: The availability of course materials in the Internet,
such as, books, class notes, etc., minimizes the cost of buying hard
copy materials. Online courses are less expensive than classroom
interactions. Additionally, many educational organizations accept
credits earned via free massive open online courses (MOOCs).

e No commuting cost: Those who do not like to commute every day to
destinations located far away from their home can opt e-learning to
compensate with the substantial savings on fuel costs. It enables
students to participate in the courses at their own pace regardless of
the harsh weather conditions, like, snowstorms, thunderstorms, etc.

¢ Networking opportunities: Students who opt for such types of study
programs have great exposure to a network of peers across the globe.
It helps them to implement their varied knowledge gained from such
exposures. Networking with peers across the world helps the learner
to understand the cultural nuances.

o Self-discipline and responsibility: In the absence of physical presence
of a teacher and physical classroom environment, self-motivation and
discipline are of prime importance. As a learner gets maximum time
to spend at their own pace, it often makes them lethargic and loose
deadlines. Thus, this whole process teaches one to remain self-
motivated throughout the course and beyond. It enables a learner to
gain time management skills as well as self-regulated learning skills.
Learners who are able to hone in on their self-regulated learning skills
frequently utilized time management, reviewed material regularly,
sought help from professors and peers, meet deadlines and had the
skill of metacognition in order to reflect upon their own learning.?

Online education helps keep students updated and aware in a quickly
changing world. In this fast-paced world, online education helps
students in keeping them updated about any facts happening across
the world. Online courses get updated sooner via the Internet as
compared to traditional classroom courses.!

The International Society for Technology in Education (ISTE)
encourage digital citizenship (You and Kang). A digital citizen is a
person who use the Internet regularly and effectively. Digital
citizenship states the appropriate and responsible behavior when
using technology, such as, digital literacy, etiquette, and online
safety. There are nine components of digital citizenship:

Digital access

Digital communication and collaboration
Digital etiquette

Digital fluency

Digital health and welfare

Digital law

Digital rights and responsibility

Digital security and privacy

Digital commerce

Among the nine components, three components are adapted for digital users

and educate.

Disa

Respect - The component includes etiquette, access, and law that are
used to respect other digital users.

Educate - The component of literacy to learn about the use of the
digital world.

Protect - The component of rights and responsibilities, security, and
health and wellness are used to remain safe in the digital and non-
digital world.

dvantages of attending online classes

The numerous advantages of online learning are sometimes

countered by its disadvantages. Some of these are mentioned underneath:

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Lack of accreditation and low quality: Prior to enrolling for e-courses,
one must check the accreditation status of the institutions and its
courses.

Complete absence of face-to-face interaction: The absence of class
atmosphere gives the learner a feeling of isolation. The atmosphere of
human contact gets totally cut off which creates a monologue. In a
regular class, a student can actively participate in class discussions and
contribute as much as they want. Mark Edmundson, an English
Professor at the University of Virginia, argued in a Time opinion piece
that online education creates a” Monologue and not a real dialogue “in
the learning environment.

Intense requirement for self-discipline: Online courses requires
individual attention and since students are unbounded by time, it gives
them enough freedom. Each method of learning has its own
components. Offline learning is beneficial for those who are social
learners, and prefer regular classroom structure, as it involves writing
tests, assignments, notes writing, research, group discussion and
practical implementation of each task. However, online courses are
beneficial for those who are self-disciplined and can manage their time
efficiently.

Requires a good grasp of tech skills: Learning any course from an
online platform demands more than just starting a computer for getting
to that site. It requires certain level of technological skills. The students
need to know how to navigate the screen, how to maneuver around a
video, task or text. This process of learning, although is challenging,
however, boosts the technological skills of a person.

Unsuitable for hands-on fields: Online instructions are suitable for
those kinds of courses which are webinar based or the content may be
designed in lecture format. For example, almost all humanitarian
subjects can be delivered through online courses, however, courses
which require practical sessions, such as, surgery, medicine, etc. are not
suitable. Thus, students who prefer to choose hands-on career, would
not find online courses as a good option.

More chances of cheating and use of unfair means: As compared to
traditional classroom courses, online learning has more avenues of
cheating as the students use their personal computers. Sometimes, the
student cannot be observed at the time of assessment. Some anti-
cheating measures need to be taken before conducting online exams,
such as, identity verification, etc.
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e Lack of communication skill development among students: Online
courses are theory based, as a result of which this method of learning

lacks the development of communication skills.

Students’ expectations from online education

There are mainly three components of online education, namely,
learners, instructors and content. Fein and Logan explained that instructors
face challenges at three phases with online education: the design, the delivery
and the follow-up. Instructors, while designing the course material must take
into consideration how students learn and what to include to assure that the
class materials interest and engage students. Content simply cannot be copied
from face-to-face sessions to online settings.! Thus, online courses must
account for content, pedagogy and technology. Learner’s readiness is found
to be one of the major issues in attending online classes.!2 Not all participants
can successfully participate in online courses and can be challenging for
beginners. As a learner, students must possess certain skills as online learning
is self-paced and self-directed process of learning.

Conclusion

During this pandemic with the access of Internet, the accessibility to
online education has gradually become an integral part of the academic
system. However, some existing challenges need to be addressed to make the
e-learning instruction successful, such as, the contents need to be reviewed,
the teaching methodology should be updated, etc. Students come across
various challenges, such as, Internet connectivity issues, basic academic
related netiquettes, required tech skills etc. Subjects which are more suited to
webinar-based teaching are those which are more theoretical rather than
which requires practical experiments. Lack of face-to-face interaction comes
with added disadvantages. Nevertheless, online learning comes with
numerous benefits of ubiquity, cost-effectiveness, self-paced learning, etc.,
which could very well supplement or substitute offline courses in such
challenging times.

Application of Information Technologies in the Implementation
of Language Education in Non-Language Universities

The authors consider the specifics and possibilities of applying information
technology in the implementation of language training in non-linguistic
universities of Russia, especially in conditions of preventing the spread of a
new coronavirus infection in the Russian Federation, by the example of
teaching a foreign language at the Moscow State Institute of International
Relations University of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian
Federation and Plekhanov Russian University of Economics REU named
after. G.V. Plekhanov (Moscow) in 2018-2020 years undergraduate and
graduate levels. The practice of applying the following information
technologies is analysed, within implementation of distance learning:
educational platforms (Google class, Moodle, Edmodo) that allow to
organize off-line classes; conducting classes in real mode through on-line
conferences (Zoom, Google handout); educational sites and applications, as
well as sites (with duplicate applications) for creating tests that allow
lectures to prepare for lessons, and students to independently improve their
level of language proficiency. The experience of REU named after G.V.
Plekhanov, where the professors of Foreign Languages Department No. 1
conduct a number of courses on their platforms on an ongoing basis using
pedagogical and information technologies.

We briefly discuss the specifics of applying the project method through the
mentioned technologies and provide examples from the educational
practice of MGIMO, for example, the “Reader Conference”, a
teleconference, reports and other on-line video projects, which undoubtedly
contributes to the development of educational motivation of students. It is
proved that the use of information technology meets the requirements of the
higher education standard and is aimed at achieving the stated results of
training in the subject "Foreign Language".

Introduction

As educators of this current world of information overload, the prime

inquiry that we need to make is how the teaching process has changed over a
period of time, particularly when we contrast the practices of the 20t century
with that of the 215t century. It is then that we come across a stark difference
in the approaches adopted in this matter in this century versus the earlier one.

The capabilities of the Internet in the field of education are widely

known. Currently, more than a quarter of Internet users carry out training
courses with this tool, thus allowing information and content to be brought
closer to citizens. However, generally these courses have consisted of a replica
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of their counterparts in classroom format limited to a digitization of the
themes and their distribution through the network. And there are many
challenges that remain to be overcome: offer personalized training, improve
interaction between teachers and students, look for suitable forms of
evaluation, measure attendance, guarantee the degree of compliance through
certificates. In the case of MOOCs (Massive Open Online Courses) solving
these questions is even more urgent since its essence is to teach the courses to
a number as high as possible of students, sometimes even exceeding 100,000
registrations. But it is also necessary to make it clear that this is not merely a
technological movement, but it is the beginning of a trend that can transform
the models that have generally remained stable during the last century,
allowing the entry of new pedagogical practices, such as learning through
exploration or even gamification. We are, therefore, faced with much more
than tools for the mass dissemination of content, it really is a phenomenon
with disruptive capabilities whose final impact cannot yet be clearly
glimpsed.

The courses in MOOC format, whose initials in English respond to
the concept of Massive Open Online Courses, or Open Courses of Mass
Access, are a recent development in the field of remote training or distance
learning, which allows through participatory forums the realization of
training activities in which the degree of involvement of educators and
learners is greater than traditional e-learning products such as videos,
readings or practical exercises.

For some analysts, the Web 2.0 tools that underlie these new forms of
e-learning cause a transformation of the social space by offering individuals
new learning opportunities, breaking the traditional space and time barriers
of training regulated in the global model of e-learning.

The rise of Web platforms offering these types of courses has led some
to point out that 2012 was the year of MOOCs and even that the hopeful era
of MOOCs was beginning to be glimpsed. However, those same analysts, just
a year later, begin to detect that not everything goes as fast as it seemed. And,
in just eight years, the dizzying rise of MOOC platforms led educational
centres and institutions around the world to have their own strategy.
However, in light of the current studies on this phenomenon, it is worth
asking if the boom is taking place and at the same time the turning point in
this dizzying growth. Are we witnessing a crisis in the MOOC model? To
what extent is it a crisis due to changes in the context and the educational
market or, conversely, due to errors in the strategy and design of these e-
learning products specially designed for Web environments? Bordoloi et.al
have observed the need for a proper assessment of the outreach through
MOQCs in the Indian geography and demography:
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“In fact, a serious enquiry should be made on how far these courses offered
through the different coordinating agencies under SWAYAM are able to suit the
learning needs of the people by bridging the digital divide among the students
who might have hitherto remained untouched by the digital revolution.”3

In this paper we shall try to gauge the journey of MOOCs in India
primarily focusing on the development, application and challenges faced in
this educational model in the field of Spanish language, literature and culture
courses in India.

MOOC:s in India

On the lines of the international presence of MOOC courses, various
initiatives have been taken in the Indian subcontinent as well. Efforts have
been made to digitize the knowledge bases and create digital libraries,
repositories and creation of material of Open educational resources. The 3
major platforms for online dissemination of education in India, set up by the
University Grants Commission and the Ministry of Human Resources
Development, Government of India are:

1. NPTEL: National Program on Technology Enhanced Learning, a joint
venture of IITs and IISC opened under the aegis of the MHRD. It offers
technical courses at a nominal fee along with a certificate on successful
completion of the course.

2. PG Pathshala: started in 2013 by the UGC as part of the National
Mission on Education through ICT (NMEICT) has the objective of
standardizing university level curriculum at Post Graduation level in
India through the use of e-content developed in four quadrant format.
Overall, 77 subjects are being offered on open access basis and managed
by Information and Library Network Centre (INFLIBNET).

3. SWAYAM - Study Webs for Active —learning for Young Aspiring Minds
is a MOOC:s platform to provide high quality education starting from 9t
grade school level till postgraduate courses of university level. It is the
most comprehensive and latest platform being developed by the
Government of India with dedicated National Level Coordinators for
different levels of education and also type of courses.

Till now the response to MOOC:s in India has been very positive and
is facilitating access to all people from anywhere. Numerous studies have
shown that currently India stands second to the US in the enrolments for the
MOOC courses. For the purpose of this article, we shall be elaborating on the

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Spanish courses developed under the ePG Pathshala and the SWAYAM
platform.

Spanish Language teaching in India through MOOCs

India presents massive and varied geographic, demographic,
linguistic and cultural features. In the 21st century India has a larger role to
play at the global level and this objective squarely depends on the
“demographic dividend” offered by its relatively young population. The
Government is constantly promoting better economic collaborations with
foreign companies so that they can invest in India and the skilled youth can
be employed in various services. Subsequently, the Indian job market has
experienced great demands for language specialists, particularly the
European Languages like French, Spanish and German. Also there is a big
requirement for other East Asian Languages like Chinese, Japanese and
Korean. In view of these rising job opportunities, it is critical to assess the
accessibility of skilled training available to the Indian youth.

Overall, the demand for Spanish has grown tremendously in the last
two decades and Instituto Cervantes, promoted by the Government of Spain,
recorded its highest registrations in the New Delhi centre in 2014. Currently
Spanish language is being taught at many educational centres across India.
Some of them have been listed below for reference purpose:

1. Central universities like JNU, DU, Jamia, EFLU, BHU, AMU etc.
State universities like Doon, Pune university etc.

Private universities like Amity, O.P. Jindal etc.

Private institutes like Cervantes Institute, Hispania, Alhambra etc.
Private Schools like Pathways, DPS, Sriram etc.

In spite of the ever-increasing number of physical centres imparting
different Spanish language courses: certificate, diploma, advanced diploma
and degree courses, there has been minimal availability of online material
developed for teaching of Spanish in India. In this regard, in this paper we
have highlighted the development of MOOCs for the teaching of Spanish
language, literature and culture for the Indian students.

Under the ePG Pathshala Program a total of 16 papers related to
Spanish and Latin American literature, culture, language and society were
launched as per the four-quadrant format specified by the UGC-MHRD. Each
paper comprised of 35 Modules, which in turn involved the 4 components:

1. Self-Learning: A 30minute explanatory video of the corresponding topic
with animations and graphics
2. E-text: text material with images and drawings etc. on read only basis
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3. Self-Assessment: objective type questions with multiple options for
students to assess their understanding of the topic learnt.

4. Know More: this section provided on-line resources to other material
that can complement or reinforce the learning of the topic and also serve
as material for further reading.

Developing the ePG Pathshala course was a daunting task as it was
the first time that such an initiative was being taken in the field of Spanish
teaching in India that had till now relied mostly on traditional modes of
teaching. The total outcome of the 16 papers translates in to more than 400
hours of video lectures and text material of around 20,00,00 words. For the
learner this meant approximately more than 800 hours of learning time.

The process of designing an online learning platform for learning of
a foreign language and literature is complex and multi-layered task as it not
just involves selection, gradation, methodology but also presentation of the
entire content in a manner that suits the learning styles of the learners. Thus,
factors such as the learners’ needs, the mode and degree of interaction, the
level of collaboration the type of assessment etc. needs to be considered,
analysed and accounted for in the final product. Moreover, there were other
practical issues the proper availability of a functional tech infrastructure, time
and cost, access and usefulness of the online platform and finally the number
of participants who access the online content, also needed proper attention
and resolution of pertinent issues.

For the purpose of developing the online ePG Pathshala course there
was a proper team created of people with different skills needed for the
fulfilment of the project. So, there was a Project In-charge who supervised and
managed the progress of the task and ensured meeting delivery deadlines by
all the team members. The Project In-charge also maintained the accounts for
all the expenditures/payments, arranging all relevant paperwork and official
permissions related with the project. Then came the role of the Subject Matter
Experts who specialized in the chosen topic of that particular MOOC. Their
job was to confirm the overall quality of the MOOC modules being developed
and were assisted by language reviewers who controlled linguistic suitability
and quality of the e-content. Then there were content writers who actually
wrote down all the textual matter of the e-content, self-assessment questions
and know more information links. In many a cases the subject matter expert
themselves turned into content writers and developed the e-content.
Eventually, for the digitization of the content and creation multimedia
content i.e., self-learning videos, animations and graphics, a professional
agency was hired to undertake this task. The Graphic designers had a
difficulty in understanding the Spanish language therefore the content
writers had to continuously assist them in deciding the animations and
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graphics. Working with a big team result in coordination issues, overlapping
of work areas, meeting timelines and risk management. The team works in
close collaboration to discuss upon critical aspects such as course designs and
objectives, approach towards problems and their proper resolution through
innovative thinking.

As it has been noted previously, MOOCs are in the very early stage
of development in India and certainly in foreign languages. It was, thus,
understandable that there was scarce research available until now. Despite
the enormous number of courses, the findings have shown that the number
of MOOC initiatives is relatively small. For most of the educators in India the
most disturbing issue related to the MOOCs is the dropout rate in running a
course. Multiple reasons can be attributed to this problem.

e Probably it is the degree of motivation and self-direction that seems to
change during the course.

¢ The content or methodology of the online course is such that it doesn't
help in sustaining students’ interest and effective learning. The foreign
language course didn't promote interaction among peer learners and
actual conversation practice in target language was restricted.

o The text material in each module is more than 3000 words. This makes
the learners to prioritize the reading skills which many a times requires
frequent use of dictionary and multiple readings to comprehend the
topic in its totality.

¢ The video material meant for self-learning was of a very long duration,
minimum 30 minutes. It was deliberated upon in subsequent
workshops held by MHRD that the retention span of the learner was
too low for a 30-minute video and they were found to skip the video
easily. Hence, it was decided that the video length should be reduced
and mechanisms were to be evolved for engaging the students with
interactive questions embedded in the middle of the video itself.

e Student dependent learning styles requires constant supervision of a
mentor that is not available in the online course. In ePG Pathshala there
was neither mechanism for learners’ query/doubts resolution nor
provision for learners’ feedback.

e The ePG Pathshala has acted as more of a repository of subject
knowledge material presented with self-learning videos. There is no
timeline for course completion nor the papers are arranged in a
systematic fashion. The learners have complete discretion of choosing
any module any time depending on his/her interest, be it language,
literature or culture. Thus, the ePG Pathshala acts more like a reference
material instead of a well chalked out leaning program.

e The Spanish self-learning videos needed the content writers or subject
matter experts to record their own videos, as it required good spoken
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ability of the Spanish language by the presenter. In many such videos
the inconvenience or amateur approach to getting video recorded was
evident and was a turndown. Subsequently it was decided to reduce
the screen time of the content writer with use of avatar or animations
or other graphics.

It is too be noted that the inferences drawn till now have been limited
because of the sample size and further research is needed to get a detailed
insight of the complexities involved in the online learning that in turn will
support the online course developers to come with more effective and
interactive course material for the learners.

SWAYAM

At this juncture, it is pertinent to talk about the SWAYAM platform.
SWAYAM, a short form for Study Webs of Active Learning for Young
Aspiring Minds”. SWAYAM is an initiative of the Government of India with
the objective to ‘achieve the three cardinal principles of Education Policy, viz.
access, equity and quality’3.. It is a platform for interactive courses that can be
accessed by anyone, anywhere at any time. These courses are free of cost with
an added advantage of transfer of credits to one’s academic record. Unlike e-
Pg Pathshala one is required to register for courses on SWAYAM.

Advantages of SWAYAM over ePG Pathshala

Some advantages of the SWAYAM platform over the ePG Pathshala
have been enumerated below:

1. The SWAYAM courses are more systematic; as they are structured on a
time bound design where the entire course gets over in a matter of 14
weeks. The Modules are selected and presented for every week with
learning objectives clearly defined for that particular week. The tests
and assignments are also delivered to the students according to the
objectives for that week. As in the case of the traditional courses, similar
to the mid semester exam, the SWAYAM courses have earmarked the
7th week for this purpose and helps in recapitulating and examining all
the progress made in the earlier weeks.

2. Tomaintain a crisp and engaging visual appeal of the content, the
presentation has been provided with animation and graphics.

3. The screen time presence of the teacher is reduced and is more effective
for students from data retention point of view.

4. Shortening of the video length with inclusion of reflection point to be
introduced so as to retain the attention of the user.

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5. Instructors to be holding contact sessions so as to cater to queries and
issues of learners

Currently, five papers have been approved for Spanish Language
course and they are being developed as per the new guidelines based on
students’ feedbacks and requirements. The papers are in the final stage of
production and had it not been for the pandemic, they would have been
successfully launched too.

Conclusion

Massive and Open Language Education from distance supported by
powerful innumerable emerging technologies offers unique pedagogical
challenges but creates problems at the same time. Indian universities must
undertake research to evaluate the electiveness and future of MOOCs and
how to utilize its potential to the maximum for the growing demands of skill
development of the Indian youth.

Online Education and Regional Languages:
Challenges and Opportunities in Maithili Language

Kymap Kpuwina (Krishna Kumar)

The ongoing pandemic has forced us to think of unconventional modes of
education, and online education has emerged as the best suitable mode of
education today. However, many challenges are lying ahead that need to be
addressed. Maithili, a widely spoken regional language in the northern
Bihar and Tarai region of Nepal, has very little digital presence. The
unavailability of digitalised resources poses a serious challenge in the study
of Maithili through online mode, which is impacting the generations of
learners and academicians. The learning challenge is multiplied when they
belong to a restricted socio-economic group.

Introduction

The nationwide lockdown in India has made the education system

shift to digital platforms. Nevertheless, the lack of infrastructure and internet
connectivity have rendered learners clueless in this “new normal” period.
Students are struggling to accommodate themselves in the new system, which
has suddenly taken their physical classroom space with the virtual one. For
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the students, whose mode of instruction is not English, the hurdle to access
quality content in a regional language is a difficult one. In India, most schools
follow a three-language formula where English is often taught as a second or
third language (Hindi and a regional language being the other two).
However, such a model of language formula is not available in online mode.
The case with Maithili in the three-language formula is not satisfactory.
Maithili is often taken mistakenly as a dialect of Hindi. Thus, it becomes
difficult to adopt Maithili as the first language of learners in the Hindi belt of
North Bihar and Tarai region of Nepal, where either Nepali or Hindi is used
as the language for communication in the educational institutions.

Informing Parliament, the then education minister Prakash Javadekar
had said in 2016 that 49 percent students’ study in Hindi medium schools,
while 33 percent schools teach in the mother tongue of their respective state.!
According to a study done by KPMG and Google, India has over 30 languages
and 1600 dialects spoken by more than a million native speakers each. The
Indian Constitution Officially recognises 22 languages.2 Maithili is one among
them. According to the study, Indian language internet users have grown
from 42 million in 2011 to 234 million in 2016. Indian language internet users
are expected to grow at a CAGR* of 18% to reach 530 million by 2021. In
contrast, English users are expected to grow at a CAGR of 3%. Nine out of ten
new internet users in India are likely to be Indian language internet users over
the next five years. Maithili has over 21 million speakers. It is spoken mainly
in northern Bihar and Tarai region of Nepal.> However, the online content
and resources available in Maithili are not adequate.

Origin and reflections on Maithili language

Maithili is one of the widely spoken regional languages in India and
Nepal. It is an officially recognised language and has been placed in the eighth
schedule of India's constitution. Today it is spoken by more than 21 million
people in both countries. In ancient times it was the lingua franca of Mithila

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state and flourished under the patronage of the Videha Empire. The earliest
known literary work in Maithili is the Varn Ratnakar, written by Jyotirishwar
Thakur, which dates back to 1224 AD.* However, it was not before the
medieval period; the language got its literary prominence. This period is
marked by tremendous contributions made by great scholars such as
Gangesh, Vidyapati, Vachaspati, among others, under the patronage of the
Karnat Dynasty. Vidyapati’'s works in local folk made this language
immensely popular, so he is called Maithil Kavi Kokil (the Cuckoo Poet of
Maithili). The establishment of Maithili theatre in 1982 By Shri Kaushal
Kumar Das is considered the beginning of the modern era of Maithili. In this
period, this language was employed by many authors to express humour and
satire on local issues. For instance, the outstanding work of Dr Harimaohan
Jha ‘Khatar Kaka Ke Tarang’ is considered a masterpiece of modern Maithili
literature.

Initially, Maithili was not considered a language by many linguists.
A. F. Rudolf Hoernle, in his book ‘A Comparative Grammar of Gaudian
Languages with Special Reference to Eastern Hindi’ published in 1880,
considers Maithili as a dialect of Eastern Hindi. However, he recognises that
Maithili is more similar to Bengali and Nepali than to Hindi. He observed,
“...Indeed I am doubtful, whether it is more correct to class the Maithili as a
Bengali dialect rather than as an E (astern) H (indi) one. Thus, in the formation
of past tense, Maithili agrees very closely with Bengali, while it differs widely
from the E.H.5

Sir George Abraham Grierson, the then head of Linguistic Survey of
India, treats Maithili as one of the three dialects of Bihari Languages (the other
two — Bhojpuri and Magahi). However, Grierson (1881 a:2) observe the
distinctiveness of Maithili:

“For Maithili is a language and not a dialect. It is the custom to look
upon it as an uncouth dialect of untaught villagers, but it is in reality the
native language of more than seven and a quarter millions of people, of
whom, as will be borne out by every official having experience of North Bihar,
at least five million can neither speak nor understand either Hindi or Urdu
without the greatest difficulty. It differs from both Urdu and Bengali, both in
Vocabulary and in Grammar, and is much a distinct language from either of
them as Marathi or Oriya ...”¢

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English translation. One of the Maithili language linguists, Subhadra
Jha, worked under Suniti Kumar Chatterji's supervision. S. K. Chatterji was a
renowned linguist of the Bengali language and worked on new Indo-Aryan
languages such as Maithili, Magahi and Bhojpuri. Nevertheless, he too has
considered Maithili a dialect and not a language. Subhadra Jha, inspired by
S. K. Chatterji’s work on Bengali language, did a comprehensive and in-depth
study of the origin and development of the Maithili language and published
his work in the book "The Formation of Maithili Language". In this book, he
dwells upon historical and contemporary issues concerning the Maithili
language and tries to trace the origin of the Maithili language and its
relationship with other neighbouring Indo-European languages. Dr Jha is
considered to be the first linguist to establish the status of Maithili as a
language. He puts forward the most acceptable genetic classification of
Maithili, which is depicted in the representation blow?”: -

NEP and the status of Maithili

The New Education Policy(NEP) in India has envisioned to provide
e-learning courses in eight regional languages, i.e. Tamil, Telugu, Kannada,
Malayalam, Marathi, Gujarati, Oriya and Bengali. Currently, the New
Education Policy is focused on eight languages, and it is expected that more
regional languages will be included in future. Maithili is not included in the

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current program. However, it is one of the recognised languages in the eighth
schedule of the constitution of India. NEP has recommended to establish
several bodies such as the Indian Institute of Translation and Interpretation,
National institute For Pali, Persian and Prakrit, to facilitate the e-learning system
in regional languages. The move has been taken to impart education in
students' respective mother tongue or regional language and to improve the
educational opportunities in India. These institutions can prove helpful in the
development of the digital reach of Maithili. The NEP has visioned to make
the education system digital and technology-friendly in India.

Today one of the challenges lying ahead in the development of
Maithili language going online is the lack of technological interventions on
the part of the government and the intermediaries such as Web Developers
and Computer Application Developers. Although Maithili is an established
language with a well-developed Grammar and Literature, it is confined to a
small geographical area which gives it the characteristics of a regional
language. This specific characteristic has hindered its path to expand its
horizon in India's online education system. And this has come out as evidence
in this pandemic where people are struggling to find materials and digital
resources in Maithili. The literature and the other literary resources available
in this language lie either in libraries or in book shops in hard copies, which
is impacting the generations of learners and academicians. The learning
challenge is multiplied when the audience belongs to a restricted socio-
economic group of North Bihar and Tarai region of Nepal. For women who
often lack direct access to digital devices, online education will not bode well.8
As Bheemeshwar Reddy A et al. (2020) wrote:

“Analysis of the National Sample Survey Office (NSldata on social consumption
of education (2017-18) informs that only about 9% of students who are currently
enrolled in any course have access to essential digital infrastructure, and such
measly access is enmeshed with huge socio-economic and spatial disparities.
Hence, the attempt to make online education an opportunity out of the Covid-19
crisis poses a serious risk of leaving many students, especially the socio-
economically disadvantaged, further behind (UNESCO 2020)”.°

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Digital Literacy: Challenges for Maithili

Digital literacy is one of the major challenges that the development of
a regional language has to face. More than 66% of India’s population lives in
rural areas.!® They have little or no access to education, transport, financial
services and the internet. Enlarging the spread of digital literacy in these areas
comes as a significant challenge to the people.’! A major behavioural change
other than revisiting the public polices, enhanced infrastructure and
economic prosperity are the prerequisites for the penetration of Maithili or,
in general, for any regional language to become a part of digital learning
systems in India.

The case with Maithili in a digital world and its pros and cons has
been observed quite aptly in the telephonic interviews with the students and
research scholars from the Department of Maithili, Lalit Narayan Mithila
University, Darbhanga. While replying to the questions on the online mode
of education in Maithili language, a 2nd year PhD Research Scholar
Bhogendra Prasad Singh expresses few concerns on the present system. He
points out that the books and journals in Maithili are not digitally available.
Though the classes are being held online during this Covid time, the lack of
digitalised resources is a major issue that is hampering the productivity of the
classes. Shiv Kumar Paswan, another 2nd year PhD scholar who travels more
than 100 kilometres everyday (to and from) to attend the University, says that
if proper digital training is provided, online education in Maithili could be
more beneficial for students. He further adds that the training provided by IT
Assistants of the University to the Faculty made them skilful in taking online
classes. In his opinion, online classes save time, make students sincere and
attentive. However, he did find attending online classes on a mobile phone a
bit irritative due to other technical and practical usages of the device. He says
that a laptop is a suitable device for online classes, but he cannot afford to buy
one at present due to his weak financial condition. He says that only 3 out of
12 students in his batch have a laptop during the conversation. Deepak
Kumar, who has completed his master’s degree this year, lives in a remote
village where network connectivity is very poor. He had to go to the terrace
of his house to keep the network connection working so that the conversation
goes smoothly. Due to the same problem, he always has to ask repetitive
questions in the classes and seminars which have already been answered. He
also emphasises on digital literacy and training. He says the University has
provided some links to download resources mentioned in the syllabus and
even some recorded lectures, but he acknowledges that the classroom is the

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best suitable place to study for socially and economically marginalised
students. A PhD 1st-year student, Nikhil Kumar, talks about how online
classes have surpassed geographical boundaries in this digital world era, but
he regrets not having a robust digital infrastructure for Maithili language.
While talking about the pros of digital education in Maithili language, he says
that digitation could preserve the manuscripts and literature and make
available resources at a cheaper cost, saving space, time, and money.

The Way Forward

Every language is a world because it reflects culture, tradition, and
various emotions of people. Linguistically India is a prosperous country. To
educate every single person through online mode, resources must be digitally
available and accessible to everyone. The online mode of education has been
in trend and now an inevitable requirement where it is only going to further
strengthen and intensify in its course of being adapted digitally. Towards this
realisation, three key factors, namely: Digital Literacy in regional languages,
Availability and Accessibility of Resources, and Socio-Economic Security, are
the essential factors to connect every single person to online learning systems.
Digital learning devices should support regional languages. Greater
emphasis should be made on the digitation of resources of all kinds. App
creation that supports regional language platforms should be promoted. The
Online library should be launched and made available at minimal or, if
possible, free of cost. Greater emphasis should be given to the availability of
literary works in soft files. Maithili has a very promising digital future and to
make it possible a firm trust is required on the part of public investment and
policies so that it can be made accessible sooner and to all. The academia also
has a lot to offer and contribute to the development of Maithili in the modern
digital world.

Teaching and Learning Russian in Optional Class through ICT Tools

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Teaching and learning a language is a process, where physical
presence in the class is very necessary and therefore not any distance course
was offered earlier in the field of language learning till the involvement of
information and communication technology. When ICT got stronger and
various alternative modes of teaching came into light, distance courses in
languages also started to be offered. Language is a means of communication
and learning a language means to start understanding, reading, writing and
speaking that language. It involves the process of developing these four skills
and all these could happen only in physical classes but the Corona Virus has
put a stop to people assembling in groups. The pandemic Covid-19 has
compelled us to keep distance from each other and stay at home for the time
being to stay safe. Mankind has always found out solutions to their problems
and this time too, it will surely come out with the solution to this pandemic
but till then we cannot stop our academic and research activities as it is not
clear, when this will get over. Therefore, to continue our work, we created
some information and technology tools.

ICT tool is an umbrella term, which is used for denoting any
information technology tool, like mobile phone, internet, satellite services,
software applications and hardware devices, TV and radio programmes etc.

These tools are now helping us a lot to continue our academic
activities. Many governments and institutions are focusing on the update of
their ICT infrastructure to cope with the new challenges and handle this new
situation with the help of ICT. To resolve the discontinuation of our academic
and research work we are now using ICT tools. Earlier many teachers were
reluctant to use ICT frequently in teaching as they thought that dependence
on ICT for our classes will lower the quality of our teaching since we have
students from various backgrounds and from all over India and everyone
does not have access to internet and computer. We already know where in
the world India stands in respect of internet penetration and moreover, we
do not have a robust infrastructure for it but in recent years India has
developed a lot in this field and it has invested a lot to develop ICT
infrastructure. Now India has the highest number of smart phones with
internet accessibility and cheap data facility has taken it to further level. I
admit that there are still many things needed to be done and the complete
dependency on ICT for our teaching is not very fruitful for our work but I am
sure that right now this is the only and most suitable way to conduct our
classes. Now most of the students are engaged with smart phones so I chose
some mobile and laptop apps which are very helpful in conducting classes
online and in continuing our academic activities. At this time, we cannot
confine our classes to physical rooms so we will have to go online.

As it is earlier said that there are various ICT tools, which are being
used for teaching languages. I would discuss here about some mobile apps
only, which are working well for me to conduct Russian classes online. I
would talk here in particular about my experience in conducting optional
classes of Russian in Amity University Haryana.

Amity University Haryana recommends the use of Amizone
Learning Management System (A-LMS) and Microsoft Teams (MS-Teams) to
conduct online classes. A-LMS has been developed by Amity University itself
and Teams is a software, which is offered to Amity by Microsoft Corporation
under Outlook 365 services.

Amizone is a portal, developed by Amity University for its
administrative work, where a personal profile for every faculty, staff and
student has been created. Here teachers mark online attendance, upload
students' marks, track their classes, disburse documents, reschedule classes,
check students' attendance percentage etc. Amizone Learning Management
System or A-LMS is linked with the profile of every teacher and student and
it leads to another platform, which offers to upload pre-recorded video, post
contents and upload files, assess students' work (where objective questions
with answers are uploaded, like quiz etc.). Grading can be done automatically
as per preloaded command or it can be done manually. A-LMS also allows to
have discussion with the groups of students. Here a teacher needs to create
modules for the present semester and divide them into the definite number
of classes as per credits for the whole semester. He can prepare video, study
materials, question bank, quizzes and can share it with groups. The prepared
question papers and quizzes can be set with grades, which after completion
will be created automatically. The activities can be uploaded in one go at
starting of semester and a time line can be set, which will publish them as per
the timeline or the activities can be uploaded gradually in the course of the
ongoing semester.

The unique thing of this platform is that a teacher can view the
courses of other teachers of his department and they can work together over
creating study materials and share it with each other. The teacher can chat
with the group or an individual student. The minus point of this system is
that if a teacher has students from different subjects in a batch, he will have
to repeat all things for different subjects again and again for the same batch.
Though the teacher can export the uploaded files of one group to another
group but this process is complicated and it consumes a lot of time. The
absence of live session classes is a huge disadvantage for this system.
Moreover, here every material is shared by the teacher only and students are
merely the users, which makes it one way learning process and that does not
give desired result. A-LMS does not give option to submit written
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assignments or other things also, which does not help in giving effective
results. This platform is exclusive and can be used by Amity University
faculties and students only.

To compensate the drawbacks of A-LMS, Amity university
recommended to use MS-Teams, which is offered to Amity group of
institutions under Outlook 365 services by Microsoft.

MS-Teams is a software, which has been developed by Microsoft
Corporation and it is offered in a pack with Outlook services, which provides
e-mail service to corporate companies or institutional groups. Teams’ services
are offered on the website by the option, given on email page or by the laptop
and mobile apps. To use it the user must have an e-mail service of Microsoft
Corp., purchased by his institution or company, else he won't be able to use
it. The software is very heavy in size and demands a very good, latest updated
laptop and good internet speed. This software allows the user to conduct
online audio and video class with up to 250 students, but ideally in India due
to slow internet speed and outdated gadgets with a group of more than 100
students runs into problems.

To start using the app the user needs to open it with his email login
id and password, then create a group, in which he will add students. To add
students in the created group, he must have a valid e-mail id of all the
students. After adding them into the group he can conduct online class,
stream a video, share different types of files or PPT and chat with the whole
class in the General post. After opening the group, the teacher can schedule a
meeting by mentioning the date, time and other details, which will be notified
to the group members by an e-mail. He can conduct a video or audio only
meeting, depending upon the internet speed. He can find in General post
some icons, given below in the page, which can be used to search, attach files,
share URLSs, create survey etc. The teacher can search desired materials on
Bing, Wikipedia, YouTube, Weather, Place, and stock apps. He can use Forms
also for his teaching purpose. If the teacher wants to record the meeting, he
can record and save the meeting. The attendance of conducted class can be.
downloaded before concluding the session. The downloaded attendance
shows the details of all the attended member, which can be used for
attendance record. For security purpose the teacher can create waiting room
and accept everyone one by one. He can allow to share screen by other
member, if he is willing to.

There are some options in the app on the top of the group page like
File, Class Notebook, Assignments, Grades and besides them, the teacher can
add his favourite tab to access fast. In Class notebook section, which works as
word file, one can create the digital notebook for three purposes; (1) a
personal notebook, where the teacher can assess the students' personal
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notebook, (2) Content library, where the teacher shares read only materials
and (3) a common space, where everyone can share, organize and collaborate.

The assignment section is the place to share assignment works or to
create quiz for group members, which can be with or without deadline. The
teacher can share DOC, PDF or photo file for an assignment and he can make
changes in the assignment by editing, even after assigning the work. The
assignment can be graded with numbers or can remain ungraded and the
teacher will be able to see who has viewed the work, who has turned in to
submit the work and who has not even seen the work. A student can
download the assignment from the file and after completing it, he can upload
his completed assignment in doc, PDF or photo version, or he can do editing
in the assigned file and upload his completed assignment file to be checked.
The file is shown to the teacher with the submission date and time. The faculty
can check all the submitted assignments and may grade them in the grade
box and write the feedback in the comment box and return the checked
copies. The submitted file can be scrolled, rotated and zoomed on the app to
check it or it can be downloaded also to check or to print or keep it on laptop
for record.

The files uploaded by the members of the group are saved in files
section of the group and can be accessed any time or the teacher can save the
files on OneDrive cloud storage, offered by the company. Grades of checked
assignments can be exported on MS-Excel file, which can be downloaded and
accessed in the downloaded files.

The other USP of this software is that the teacher can call and chat
with any individual student. It has links in apps icon for other popular
communication app like Zoom, Cisco Webex Meetings, MS-Polly etc.

MS-Team is very useful for online teaching but it has some drawbacks
too.

(i) The e-mail id of other than Microsoft company, will be added as guest only
and will have many restrictions. The guest may face some issues in joining
the class, uploading files etc., so it is advised to use Microsoft email service
only. All Amity students are provided an email of this company to solve
the issue.

(ii)The teacher cannot start a meeting or live class through mobile app. He
needs to start the meeting from his laptop app and when the meeting is in
progress, only then he can switch from laptop to mobile app by joining
meeting with mobile app.

(iii) This software is very heavy and can slow the process of any device.
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(iv) The checked assignment cannot be edited and resubmitted by the student,
if it is needed to resubmit it after correcting some of his mistakes.

The next app in the list is not exclusive app and a user is not required
to pay for its use. This app is a very popular app and it has been created by
Google company. Google classroom is a very good app to be used for teaching
on mobile but it does not have laptop version app. It is offered as direct
extension to search engine chrome on personal computers, which is a minus
point for it. Secondly it does not offer live online classes as MS-Teams, which
is its biggest drawback Google Classroom offers options to share files from
Google Drive or any file, photo or recorded video from the user's device. The
user has the option to share any link from search engine or he can stream
videos from YouTube. The teacher can pass any information regarding the
class or work in the group chat.

Personally, I use Google Classroom for its compatibility with smart
phones, as in India most of smart phones run on Android operating system,
which is the product of Google, so Google Classroom is very compatible with
Android phones and it runs smoothly without any issue. I use it for
assignment purpose only as it does not offer live classes. Creating groups on
Google Classroom is easier, since a teacher needs to create the group and after
that he can share the class code with the students, whom he wants to join in
the created group, and the students can join easily by this code after
downloading the app.

An assignment can be disbursed from class work section in the app.
It can be used to share assignment works, to ask questions or to upload
materials for assignment, which can be with or without deadline. The teacher
will be able to share DOC, PDF or photo version file for the assignment and
he can make changes in the assignment by editing it, even after assigning the
work. The assignment can be graded with numbers or can remain ungraded.
The teacher will be able to see who has viewed the work, who has submitted
his work and who has not turned in. A student can download the assignment
file and after completing it, he can upload his completed assignment in doc,
PDF or photo version. The file shows the submission date and time, and late
submission is also shown with day and hour. The teacher can check all the
submitted assignments and may grade them in grade box and write the
feedback in the comment box and return the checked copies. In Google
classroom a teacher has many tools to highlight the mistakes and make
comment on each mistake individually. A teacher can use different fonts,
colors, and highlighting options, which makes correction less cumbersome
and students find their mistake with corrections and comments easily. The
submitted file can be scrolled and zoomed on the app to check it but it cannot
be rotated, if it is horizontal. Files can be downloaded and saved in Google
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Drive. The most important feature of this app is that a student can resubmit
the assignments, if he needs or is asked to do so. The teacher can ask the
students to correct their mistakes and return the assignment. For every
activity on Google Classroom, a message is sent to Gmail instantly.

Google Classroom does not provide personal chat space but it gives
the option to send an email to individual members instead. The teacher can
remove or mute any student, if he finds his behaviour inappropriate for the

group.

Besides these, there are many communication apps, which provide a
lot of opportunities for personal and group chats. WhatsApp is also one such
app, which is very popular all over world for making quick contact. With this
we can share files and conduct individual viva exam. A student can share his
or her file personally, if he/she is not able to upload on the above platforms.
The teacher can be accessible to students very easily and students can clear
their doubts and queries in no time.

These are the ICT tools, which are being used to conduct my online
classes as per my requirement. There are various other ICT tools (websites,
mobile apps, YouTube channels, Radio channels, TV programmes and
channels) available for teaching. A teacher chooses those according to his
subject, interest and need.

21st century 1is characterized by an increasingly intensive
development of digital technologies and the globalization of professional ties,
which requires the constant use of Internet applications. This issue is
especially relevant for the education sector, since the use of such tools helps
to increase the activity of students, making the learning process more creative
and individualized. The problem of distance learning of Russian as a foreign
language is being actively studied [1], [2], [3], [4], [5], but has become
especially relevant recently due to new circumstances created by pandemic
situation around the world.

In our opinion, Google services are convenient primarily because
they easily integrate with each other. In addition, they allow you to save space
on your smartphone and PC, since everything is stored on a virtual platform.
All these services are easy to find in the general tab containing the Google
application icons, the most convenient is the search through Gmail, in which
they are all located. Let us now consider these services in more detail.

1. Google Sites

This service is very convenient for the teacher, because here you can
place all the necessary materials for the group so that students do not look for
assignments and textbooks in chat rooms. Materials in this case are not
deleted when clearing the gadget, with its loss or technical problems. With
this application, it is possible to complete a number of tasks: attaching a
picture, creating a whole gallery of pictures, creating a map (which is
especially relevant for recently arrived students), events, videos, buttons for
switching to other sites (since we have study guides in VK and Instagram, it’s
more than convenient), you can use any Google tools: tables, forms,
documents, presentations, diagrams. You can create pages of various
subjects, divide information into blocks: textbooks, assignments, tables, tests,
contacts.

2. Google Blogger

This service allows to be creative not only to the teacher, but also to
students, since it is a useful platform for creating texts, which in turn is a good
method of writing practice. The application features a functional and fairly
clear interface that allows you to create any blog of your own and publish
posts. The use of this service by students has shown that students feel a
certain freedom of self-expression when creating texts, as they turn to the
usual platform for communication (the Internet). The online format allows
students to express their thoughts more freely, to write more complex texts,
since the entry is published on the blog, which means that we can talk about
a certain experience of a public presentation. In addition, an attempt at
writing as a blogger increases the student’s motivation to write more
meaningful and personal texts, turning the execution of a routine into a new
experience. For some students, it’s also easier to express their thoughts in the
correspondence and text format than when communicating with the teacher.

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3. Google Arts and Culture

Displays the pictures in very good resolution, which allows you to
see every stroke of the author, which, of course, is important. You can read
painting stories at Google Arts and Culture. The service can be used as
material for a linguistic and regional study lesson - excursions - or you can
use pictures in the lessons to describe them with the aim of developing speech
and / or for working out one or another vocabulary. For example, take a vivid
picture and use it to study adjectives. If you select the picture correctly, you
can explore different thematic groups of lexemes.

For example, you can take one of the most famous works - "Starry
Night" by Van Gogh. The picture is distinguished by its brightness and
fascinating depth, accompanied by a short but expressive description in
English, which can also be used in the lesson. Before the lesson, the teacher
gives students vocabulary that can be used to describe this picture (for
example, the words “bright”, “mysterious”, “pale yellow”, “colourful”,
“bright yellow”, “bluish”, “shining”, “Brilliant”, “light”, “dark”, “dynamic”,
“dark blue”, “sky blue”, “dark yellow”). Students should learn these words,
then listen to information on the artist and his creation in the lesson, and then
describe the picture using the words given to them. Such a task allows you to
apply an effective visual method when learning new words, as well as link
words from different thematic groups into a single text, which contributes to
the development of the ability to compose your own original speech in a
foreign language.

In 1879 Renoir became a friend of the banker and
diplomat Paul Bérard and his wife Marguerite.

Using this service, you can also visit various places (cities, museums),
which is especially popular in the current situation, when it is impossible to
do this in real life. You can also explore the history of museums and various
exhibits.

In addition, the application contains interesting interactive services
that allow, for example, to transform an ordinary photo into a kind of painting
by a famous artist, using his style. Here you can also find interesting
information about various inventions or sports events, which, of course, will
be interesting to students.

4. Google Slides

Google services also allow you to create presentations, which has
certain advantages. For example, you don’t need to additionally download
Power Point or learn how to use it (in our experience, not everyone has skills
for using this service, in addition, many students do not have a PC, they have
to use smartphones, and this greatly limits their actions, as there are issues
with the gadget's memory). The inter-face application is as simple and
straightforward as possible. The service operates in the same language that
the user has selected as the main one for Google, but you can choose another
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language. Using this application saves space on your computer, since all
information is stored on a virtual platform. In addition, you do not need to
download pictures for presentation in advance, since Google immediately
gives out pictures of good quality through a search on the same service. You
can also easily attach created presentations to Google Classroom when you
need to change the device. Another advantage is that it is impossible to forget
the presentation anywhere, it is always available, as it is stored on a virtual
platform.

5. Google Forms

Using this service, you can create polls and tests. The application is
very convenient, because unlike other similar programs it automatically sets
points. Files created here are also attached to the Google classroom without
affecting the memory of the computer or phone. Everything is saved here, it
is automatically checked, statistics are issued for each test. These statistics
indicate data such as the range of points received by students, the average
score for the group, and the percentage for each answer option. You can also
see individual student analytics.

Thus, it is possible to identify how much one topic or another has
been learned in the study group, which questions are the most problematic
for students, what the teacher should pay attention to in the future.

6. Google Docs
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This service is very convenient since a teacher can easily work in
groups without repeating his actions. The teacher can create a document, give
access to his students, who must work in a group, students work
simultaneously (at the same time, you can make a video conference for
general control and greater coherence, or share responsibilities by indicating
at the beginning of the document who is responsible for what). Thus, it is
possible to save both time and space, since the participants will not have to
save the file and send it to each other many times. In addition, the teacher can
leave comments that help students subsequently make adjustments to their
work. This way of organizing the educational process is suitable for any
discipline. The service also has a history of changes in case there is a need to
return one of the previous versions of the document. We used this service
with students of higher courses, since such work requires special discipline,
in our opinion.

7. Google Classroom

Google class is a service that largely combines all the previous ones,
since it allows you to attach materials from all previous services to your
website, which, of course, facilitates the work of the teacher, since it is not
always possible to attach or even create something on the PC. Basically, this
is a virtual classroom where you can upload assignments, attach textbooks,
videos, presentations, diagrams to the study tape, and set grades. You can
create as many classes as you personally have groups. If the group has several
leading teachers, you can add everyone. The service provides an unloading
of the average student score, which is also very convenient for online
education. Using the electronic journal of grades, it is possible to easily
monitor the learning activities of each student, since the service allows you to
use filters to see all the work of the student, the deadline for their completion
and assessment. By attaching tasks, the teacher can set the maximum score
and time for completion of work, leave detailed instructions on how to
complete the task.

The following advantages of using Google services in online
education are:

1) the multifunctionality of both the set of applications as a whole and
individual services, allowing you to perform all the basic educational tasks;

2) the development of a variety of skills among students, including
cognitive, communicative, creative, self-organization and self-discipline
skills;

3) increasing the level of interactivity of training;
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4) all services are completely free of charge and easily accessible;

5) the variety of services allows students to come up with different
types of tasks (essay, article, test, presentation, tour, etc.);

6) the services are easily integrated with each other, information is
stored on the Google drive, which saves space on students' phones.

It should be noted that Google services are not a specialized training
portal with a clear structure and ready-made educational materials
(assignments, tutorials, etc.). The implementation of such work falls on the
shoulders of the teacher.

The use of Google services seems to be useful primarily from a
technical and organizational point of view (the multiplicity and
multifunctionality of applications, their integration with each other), as well
as from the point of view of developing students' creative abilities (writing
articles, visiting tours, creating presentations, etc.) In general, Google services
provide a good basis for online education, the extension of which is the task
of the teacher.

Netiquette Rules for Effective Online Sessions

This study seeks to understand the concept of netiquette, the way it is
different from internet ethics and its relevance in the academic context of
the current pandemic situation. A random online survey was conducted to
measure the level of understanding of the rules of netiquette among the
netizens. This research found that though they might be aware of the term
netiquette, they do not understand the core value of it. Violations are also
rampant- both deliberate as well as unintended. There is a general
consensus on the spreading of the idea of netiquette through formal and
informal curriculum.

Introduction

Human beings are a social animal and are known for living among
themselves by following a certain set of rules of conduct as per existing social
norms. These set of rules are termed as etiquettes. For instance, a Western
custom of holding the door for the person coming after you is considered a
good etiquette. Had it not been for proper manners and etiquettes, we all
might have acted like savages.

In the early 80s, as the internet spread its webs to the furthest and
remotest areas of the world, netizens too felt the need to have their own rules
of acceptable online behaviour. Thus, was born the need for a set of online
rules known as Netiquette. The colloquial portmanteau' was coined from
combining the words Network and Etiquette. Similar to its predecessor
etiquette, netiquette too might vary from community to community.

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With the Covid-19 pandemic, a tsunami of changes occurred in the
areas of economic affairs, finance, geopolitics, healthcare, tourism, and in the
world of education. Suddenly, one began witnessing online education coming
to the forefront in academic institutions. With the increase in the number of
users in the academic arena, a need for pedagogical netiquette emerged.

Basic components of Netiquette Rules

Over the decades, with the advancement of technology, from
telephones to pagers to mobiles to emails to WhatsApp and now Zoom; many
have tried penning down rules for maintaining a firm order and decorum in
the technological world.

Virginia Shea in her book Netiquette tried to define this concept by
listing out ten core rules (Shea). Though she does capture many issues such
as human behaviour, punctuality and bandwidth problems, privacy concerns
and sharing of knowledge as seen in today’s open source; many more points
are missed as per today’s technological advancement.

Even a simple task as sending the same message/email to many
recipients is considered as bad manners over the internet; known as
spamming. Yet there are frequent cases of people crossing over the line and
harass the recipient with double meaning sentences or emojis2. Alluring
innocent and vulnerable people online has become a serious concern for the
agencies dealing with cyber-crime.

One needs to understand the difference between internet/online
ethics and netiquettes. The former refers to the suitable use
of internet resources in the web. For instance, eating during an online video
class is considered bad netiquettes, while taking screenshots and recording
the video without a speaker’s prior permission is unethical.

An extension of internet ethics involves the online behaviour of
researchers which is generally measured and controlled by the Internet
research ethics. Concerns such as anonymous users, data sharing and
participant’s informed consent are part of internet ethics. In order to measure
the extent of awareness about netiquettes and its usefulness, I conducted a
survey with an online community- the results of which are discussed below.

Method

This paper aims to elaborate the concept of basic netiquette among
the online community users especially during the current pandemic. Netizens
are quite vulnerable to both guffaws or faux pas over the internet - at times

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making them victims to a cyber-crime. The study is based on a survey and
qualitative analysis of the data.

Research Questions

RQ1 How does one understand the concept of netiquettes?

RQ2 What are the agencies involved in formulating the rules of netiquettes in
a particular domain?

RQ3 Is there a difference between internet ethics and netiquettes?

RQ4 How can the netiquette rules impact effectively in online education:
learning and teaching?

RQ5 What is the concept of netiquette among netizens in a real online
practical scenario?

The above research questions should enable in meeting the ensuing
objectives:

¢ to make one understand the concept of netiquettes

e to understand the agencies involved in formulating the rules of
netiquettes in a particular domain

e to compare the similarities and difference between netiquettes and
internet ethics

e to learn about the effect that netiquette rules have in the online learning
and teaching mode

e to understand the online community’s concept of netiquette in a real
online practical scenario

A random survey of online community on Netiquettes

A random online survey was conducted to find out a random
percentage of people aware of netiquette rules during online education vis-a-
vis learning, teaching, webinars, meetings, and ) presentation etc. After
distributing and collecting responses to a structuréd survey from over 150
participants during the lockdown; only 105 could be shortlisted due to
reasons such as incomplete form and ambiguous answers. This was focused
to collect the data for formal research. Below is the detailed methodological
process: '

The survey was conducted in the early stages of the lockdown in
India and other Southeast Asian countries due to COVID-19 pandemic, which
in India was mainly from March end to May 2020. The urgent need of shifting
to online medium for education, business, banking, judicial and
administrative services raised multidimensional questions for netizens with
respect to their netiquettes and cyber awareness.
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The questionnaire of the survey included: name, email address of the
respondent and the age group (in years) that they belong to (10-15, 16-20, 21-
30, 31-40, 41-50, 51-60, 60+) with not any specific age in mind.

We tried to randomize the sample by choosing responses across two
genders, a varying range of age groups, educational backgrounds, area of
study and locations and so on.

The questionnaire enquired about their area of study which was
either of the following: humanities, social sciences, mathematics, science,
commerce, business studies, law, or any other vocational courses. The
question of area of study was supplemented by their current status or
pursuing profile whether they were: a student, a researcher, a teacher, a
homemaker, a specific professional or individuals in business.

For precise collection of data, respondents were asked to mention
their current place of residence in the form of name of the country. Further
they were requested to tell which were the online platforms they use for
online interactions. The choices could be one or more from the following
options: Zoom, Cisco Webex, Microsoft team, Google Meet, Edmodo, Skype,
WhatsApp video calls, Facebook Live, Google Classroom and other personal
mediums.

To bring a surprise in the questionnaire, they were asked if they were
aware of the term ‘netiquettes’ or not? As the countrywide lockdown was a
new situation for nearly all of us, the respondents were also asked from where
did they learned about the core rules of netiquette which may be before and
during the lockdown for them. The options were: the internet, a teacher, a
friend, a colleague, a classmate, while attending webinars, through Facebook
posts, google classroom or through their own intelligence.

The crucial part of the survey included those questions which
knowingly or unknowingly affect all the participants taking part in online
interaction. These questions were whether other participants noticed the
attire of their fellow participants and what did they think about this- whether
they considered it as a bad netiquette, or could they tolerate it or would they
complain about it.

Further, questions to find out if fellow participants count ‘being
scantily dressed as a bad netiquette?’ i.e., can it be tolerated by them or not?
What do they think if the video of any fellow participants shows the ceiling
fan frequently, what if a child keeps playing with a device during an online
session, what if people are talking while audio is muted and video is on and
what if audio and video both are on. Further, online sessions may go longer
as scheduled so one may feel hungry, thirsty, so, will the fellow participants
consider it as bad netiquette, will they tolerate or complain if someone is
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eating once or frequently while the video is on. Does lying down of a
participant on one’s bed during an online session considered a bad netiquette
or can it be tolerated, or should it be complained about? Even the choice of
attire, pose in profile photo, time punctuality, body language and behavior
during session, causing disruption, moving around when the video is on,
speaking without turns, taking screenshots without permission, doing
household chores were also added for individual consideration whether it
will be bad netiquette, can be tolerated or cannot be tolerated and should be
complained.

Further, the participants of the survey were asked to mention other
instances that they considered as bad netiquette as per their own experience.
They were given a chance to share examples from their own life. In the ending
part of the survey, they were asked, do they think that we have not been made
aware of the core rules of netiquettes and do they think we need to be made
more aware of the core rules of netiquette. To make the survey more friendly
and genuine, they were asked to share instances where they themselves were
not able to follow the core rules of netiquettes. Overall, this survey had
questions about how a person thinks and deals with online interactions, what
are the challenges and how do they overcome it.

Decoding responses of Survey on Core Rules of Netiquettes
Age group

After conducting survey on more than 105 people, it had been
analysed that people who had taken part in the survey, around 42.85% of
them belong to age group 20-30, which is the highest among all age groups,

whereas only 0.95% of them were of age group 10-15 which is the lowest
among all age groups. None of the respondents were above the age of 61.

Furthermore, 14.28% people belong to the age group 16-20, 20%
people belong to age group 31-40, 17.14% people belong to age group 41-50
and only 4.76% people belong to age group 51-60 years.

Gender

After looking at all 105 responses, we see that 49.52% male and
50.47% female participated in the survey.

Educational qualification

The educational qualification of the respondents showed more than
55.23% respondents to be pursuing their Bachelors, whereas the rest 44.77%
respondents included pass outs from High school, Masters and Ph.D.

Area of Study
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The respondents were from different areas of study. Their data study
shows 30.47% respondents were from Mathematics and Science background,
27.61% were from humanities, arts and social science background, 10.47%
were from commerce & business studies, and hospitality management,
11.42% were from engineering and computer sciences, 15.23% were from
physical education and sports, 1.9% each from healthcare and foreign
languages and 0.95% from fashion designing.

Profile/Educational status

Around 52.38% students took part in the survey which is highest
among all the groups consisting of students, researchers, teachers, faculty,
homemaker, professionals and business personnel. Further, only 0.95%
business personnel took part in the survey which is the lowest among all as
mentioned above. 2.85% respondents were researchers, 4.76% respondents
were homemakers and 4.76% were from other categories. Teachers or faculty
comprised 15.23% while professionals were 19.04% of all respondents.

Location of Country

81.9% of the respondents participated from various locations in
Indian while 0.95% each participated from Australia, Oman, Canada and
Thailand. 5.71% respondents were from the United Arab Emirates and 8.57%
respondents were from Kuwait.

Usage of online platforms

At 69.52% Zoom was found to be the most preferred platform for
online interactions in the survey. WhatsApp video followed with 59%
thus proving that bandwidth issues made this easily accessible to
many in the country for their online learning and teaching. Microsoft
Teams secured 39.04% followed by Google Meet and Cisco at 28.05 and
21.90% respectively. Skype, Facebook Live and Google classroom were
the other popular mediums. Edmodo, Google Duo, Line, Moodle and
other free conference call mediums were found to be less popular
mediums.

Awareness about term Netiquette

Out of all the 105 respondents, 85.71% people were aware of the term
‘netiquette’ whereas 14.28% people were not aware of the term
‘netiquette’.
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Learning of core rules of Netiquette

Majority of people, i.e.,, more than 98% felt that the core rules of
netiquette should be made aware to netizens. Many of them had
themselves learnt about it from the internet before the lockdown
period and many respondents learned about it from their teachers,
colleagues, classmates or while attending online conferences. Some of
them also learnt from google classroom.

Rating of Bad Netiquette

Among the ten rules that Shea (1994) mentioned, one is about
respecting the time and bandwidth usage of users. This was also
echoed as being one of the most important points by the respondents.
She also talked about good attire and looking good, being pleasant and
polite.

Interestingly, we find that people can tolerate or do not consider
casually attired as bad netiquette but they are less tolerable if they
continuously see the ceiling fan. Further on, a majority of the people
cannot tolerate participants talking while the video and audio is on or
when the video is on, but audio is muted.

Some of the respondents do not consider eating/drinking once as bad
netiquettes but when it becomes frequent, then they cannot tolerate it
and may also complain. Unsuitable behavior during online interaction
is also less tolerable including posing inappropriately in one’s profile
photo. Moving around while the video is on, speaking out of turns and
doing household chores are quite less tolerable and it is considered as
bad netiquettes and has high chances of receiving complaints.

Other examples of bad netiquettes

The following examples were by the respondents on being asked to
share examples of bad netiquettes:

unnecessary speaking on irrelevant things,
presenting inappropriate content,
misbehaving,

getting absent after switching on the video,
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too much background noise,

using fake names,

dull video due to the absence of lighting,

asking irrelevant things,

ignoring the presentation of fellow participants,
interfering while someone is trying to make a point,
taking screenshots without permission,

abusing the host and other fellow participants,
removing other participants

and leaving the meetings without prior permission
Awareness of Core Rules of Netiquette

79.5% people feel that they’ve not been made aware of the Core Rules
of netiquettes while 20.5% feel this is not the case. 95.6% people feel
that they need to be made more aware of the Core Rules of Netiquette
where 4.4% they don’t need any more awareness.

Personal instances of not able to follow the Core Rules of Netiquettes

Some respondents feel that not dressing in formal dress code, taking
screenshots of slides, absence of proper lights, noise due to kids, eating
while video is on and they couldn’t speak on their turn.

Conclusion

This study found that while people claim to be aware of netiquettes,
their responses were vague on the specific components of it. Most of
the respondents could not specify the basic netiquette rules. Only a
small minority (20 percent) knew about the netiquettes before the
lockdown. The violations of rules were both unintended and
deliberate. A majority of the respondents felt that core rules of
netiquettes should be included in formal and informal curriculum.
Respondents admitted that they indulged in bad netiquettes and
unethical activities of taking screenshots, sharing videos etc.

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Education have been the foundation of knowledge and Human
development. Education defines the roles and awareness of Man and society.
At the basic level of identification, we differentiate between Formal Education
and informal education. I'm skipping the basic meanings of education, as it is
evident to us. We refer that acquisition of knowledge and the teaching
learning process has evolved with the development of science and
technology.

Education

Formal Education comprises of literate based infrastructural teaching
learning process in which an individual attempts to aim for recognition of
steps that has been successfully completed. This process involves various
modes of assessment. Test, assignment, attendance, projects, presentation,
laboratory work, lab techniques, field trips, collection of data and skills are
only few to mention. After completion of these the individual is given some
grades, percentage and promoted to the next level or next higher class. On
completion of the level a student is provided with certificate, diploma, degree
and other form of institutional training which the student has sought for. This
process is involved in both regular, private and distance mode of education.
Informal education is an informal literate and illiterate mode of teaching
learning process. This might be a form of education for individuals with
severe disabilities or any other limitation, where an individual didn’t have
access to physical infrastructure of education process. This also involves only
skill-based teaching learning process, where formal education might not be
required at all.

Education has tremendously impacted human beings- the significant
development of beings into humans. “Education” can also be discussed in the
dimensions of History of education, Sociology of education and Philosophy
of education. History of education discusses the foundations of education and
its process. History of education varies according to continents. The history
of education of America is certainly different from the history of education in
India. Establishment of schools, from informal mode of education to formal
mode of education is a phenomenon that has been universally formulated.
Education historically refers to the particular characteristics of standardizing
reading materials, reference to text books, uniform pronunciation and
cultivating native beliefs, thoughts and practices. The social dimension of
education explains the social processes of education. Sociology of education
across the world designates educational practices in the society. It was a
practice that education was restricted to upper class or elite class. Indeed,
education was a privilege for some and specially denied to some. Class,
Gender discrimination, race, family income, employment and unemployment
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are the perspectives analysed in sociology of education. The most important
and the core dimension of education is the Philosophy of education. Growing
with Socrates educational thoughts ‘Know thyself' to the differences of
understanding, knowledge, thinking and education shapes a path to
teaching. For Socrates “an unexamined life is not worth living” '(Apology
38a5-6) The pursuit of wisdom should be founded on acts of questioning, be
logical, thoughtful and examining. The Greek Philosophers were the first to
emphasize on paideia-education, as according to them it is the only way to
become a perfect citizen. Education was discussed in all realms of Philosophy.
Virtue, reason, justice, king, goodness, nobility, no sex discrimination in
education, cultural education and compulsory education were the focus.
Plato's Republic, Aristotle's Nichomachean Ethics are the epitomes discussing
Philosophy of education. All the branches of philosophy dwells into the
nature of education, problems of education, the subject matter of education,
educational practices, policies, qualities, curriculum decisions, critical
thinking, moral and legal considerations. Locke's expressions in Some
Thoughts Concerning Education and J] Rousseau's principles in Emile or On
Education are the pillars of epistemology and moral philosophy of education.

Globalization

The first major concern is how did this word Globalization emerge
and what is Globalization? Several centuries ago, when once it was
determined that the earth was round the word globe was referred to “the
planet”. The word “global’ is used after 1890’s. The new addition of a meaning
to the already known as sphere, was also referred as ‘the whole world.” The
word ‘Globalize’ and ‘Globalism” are said to be coined in a treatise published
in 1944. In 1961, word ‘Globalization’, as noun was used in a dictionary of
American English. Notions of globalization has quickly spread and imbibed
in all linguistic arenas. Etymological and history of the origin of the word can
be descriptively analysed and discussed. Globalization cannot be uniformly
defined. Various disciplines have used different means language, culture,
areas and ideas to define the term. In this relation many views have been put
forth. Globalization is bracketed to contemporary social changes,
information, advanced technologies, networks, dissemination of services of
the state, Stages of postmodernism, conflict resolutions, prosperity, progress
and peace. The alternative theories and contradictions of impact have
transmitted globalization in terms of disaster and doom.

Globalization is a process, an activity because it is initiated with the
cross-border exchange. It is an activity involving communications, markets,

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production, currency, global finance and organizations. This process is not
new as it existed centuries ago that has continued to exist beyond 21st century.
The nature of globalization can be said to be a concept which is the centre of
all cognitive discussions. “It is a contested concept around which much
debate occurs, creating a discourse, defined as an area of discussion, rather
than a mode of thought. Globalization challenges the orthodox embedded
statism and creates expansions into new interdisciplinary and
transdisciplinary areas. Globalization is differential, affecting places, people,
societies, culture, economies and markets in different ways through space and
time.”2 Globalization leads to massive transformation. The nature of
globalization here means an area to be discussed, explored. What it brings or
takes away from people. It really affects places, people, society, culture, ideas,
politics etc. and gives them new dimensions to be thought of. The World has
moved towards globalization in a big way. Today anyone can cross the
Atlantic within hours and if we wish, we can conduct meetings, conferences
on the Internet or Telephone all the way.

Educational Identity and Globalization

As a matter of fact, Globalization is affecting the four major
dimensions. These are the cultural, the social, the political and the economical.
Robbie Robertson’s The Three Waves of Globalization A History of Developing
Global Consciousness (2003), comprehensively discusses the three waves of
globalization. Globalism, contests the debates about education and it’s
spheres.

With context to the educational-identity, we can say that the primitive
phase of education in the context of globalization can be said to be the period
before 18th century. It includes civilization, migration, discoveries, conquest,
commerce, technological impulse and agricultural record. In this era
education was originating. Only symbols and signs were used as a medium
of imparting education. Wisdom and knowledge were restricted and limited.
Teaching was oral. There were no books, no infrastructure teaching. A
comparison can be drawn between Indian traditional form of teaching and
western form of teaching in the first phase. Traditional Indian teaching was
based on shruti and smriti. The two forms of teaching means that which is
heard, that which has been communicated by revelations and is eternal and
the other, that which is remembered, it’s recollection of teachings. Vedas are
apaurusheya, not written by anyone, impersonal. Upanishad refers to being
educated by sitting beside a teacher, derived from the root word from upa —

by and ni-shad sit down. The teacher imparts special knowledge to their
disciple on knowledge of brahman, self-knowledge- knowledge of the soul
and the world. Under the aegis of traditional teaching learning process- the
guru shishya parampara embarked the gurukul. Socrates wrote no books.
Socrates student, Plato structured his teachings in the form of writings. “Plato
opened a school of higher education in the sacred grove of Academus, in the
Attic countryside near Athens, apparently offering formal instruction in
mathematical, philosophical, and political studies. He seems to have spent the
rest of his life (except for the visits to Syracuse) teaching, researching, and
writing there. Under his leadership, the Academy became a major center of
research and intellectual exchange, gathering to itself philosophers and
mathematicians from all over the Greek world.”3 Plato attempted to provide
a structural base to education in establishing the School. The second phase of
Globalization is from the period 18-19th century. This was a complicated
period since on the one hand it had progress in every field that is agriculture,
economy, scientific, technology and industry. Educational-Identity refers to
the qualities, characteristics, specificities of an individual's or system's
acquisition in the realm of education. In every other corner of the world there
were developments within the countries without the interference of external
agencies. And on the other hand, it constituted the network of empires.
Disadvantages were colonialism, extent of territory, empire building
tendencies, trade etc. There was uniformity in establishing the schools in the
countries for imparting the formal education. The printing press Renaissance
is the turning point in the history of education. “Gutenberg's printing press
spread literature to the masses for the first time in an efficient, durable way,
shoving Europe headlong into the original information age - the
Renaissance.”* For the first-time books were available to the masses. The
setting up of public schools with a standardized criterion of discipline,
behaviour, art, craft, sports and other cocurricular activities was an added
advantage for the students as it could help them to pursue or choose a career
of their choice. This also served them an opportunity to learn skills and be
trained in certain disciplines. Teachers training and establishment of teachers
training institutes for all levels of education was particularised. The third
wave of globalization is the period after 19th century. This constitutes of
American Globalism, Globalizing democracies and Globalizing perspectives.
The “third wave’ is associated with knowledge society that has emerged after
the second wave constituting Industrial Civilization and the first wave of
peasant life, as discussed by Alvin Toffler. “The Third Wave also raises non-
economic and non-technological concerns to primary importance. It makes us

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look at education, for example, with fresh eyes. Education, everyone agrees,
is central to development. But what kind of education?.> This new wave of
globalization gave the people the opportunities to modify the ethnic heritage
of teaching. There was more access to knowledge, availability of resources
and developed infrastructure. It also provided them publicly the rights,
freedom, liberal use of languages. Books in their own language, educational
films reflecting new and old, educational identity and attitude, promoting
justice, equality and liberty completely changed the existing educational
content. Compulsory education to all was the strongest policy initiative that
builds the educational gaps.

We can differentiate two points one is the, way we see the world and
another is the events taking place in the world. “Globalization as a concept
refers both to the compression of the world and the intensification of
consciousness of the world as a whole” .6 Modes and means of teaching during
the third wave has been affected by the use of technology.

“When the colonial powers introduced formal education into Africa,
these events are indirectly linked to the culture, and other parts of the First
Wave world, they transplanted either factory-style schools or set up
miniature, tenth-rate imitations of their own elite schools. Today Second
Wave education models are being questioned everywhere. The Third Wave
challenges the Second Wave notion that education necessarily takes place in
a classroom.” 7 The mode of teaching has been reformulated in the given
changed educational cultural context.

Social structures and economies, have started drawing parallels with
Globalization. On the one hand there has been indulgence of cultural
relativism with diversity and on the other hand new concepts of markets-
global markets, global trends, global products, global news reports, global
social movements have become significant.

When citizens of almost all the countries of the planet were looking for
alternative ways to interact with others, continuing education, and carry out
their jobs, some miscreants were conducting malicious activities on video-
conferencing platforms. This study focused on the ‘zoombombing’ attacks
in the online classes/meetings being conducted online since the beginning
of the year 2020. The paper is based on research, news, data available online
as well as observation of the author. The author has been engaged in online
teaching/meetings for the last eight years. The author's interest in teaching
foreign languages through technology also motivated to bring out this
paper. Various types of malicious attacks in online meeting/classes'
zoombombing' are defined in this paper. The safety and security
measurements while conducting the online class/meeting are shared in this

paper.

Introduction

The whole world came to a standstill at the beginning of the previous
year due to the outburst of Covid-19. The birds and animals were roaming
free, and humans caged themselves into their castles. The meetings,
gathering, knowledge sharing in person were halted worldwide. One of the
major affected spheres was educational activities. As per the UNESCO
reports, more than 190 out of 195 countries around the world had to shut their
educational institutions as preventative measurements in the fight with the
Covid-19 pandemic.! More than 90% of the world's student population was
affected due to the closure of their educational institutes. Looking at the
potential of remote learning as an alternative way to facilitate the continuity
of education, the institutions worldwide gradually adopted the same. The
World Bank was actively working with various countries' governments to
support their efforts in utilizing educational technologies to provide remote
learning opportunities. The teachers of some institutes were thrown into the
ocean of technology to learn without training, whereas some organized
training programmes for their fraternity. The race to learn remote learning
techniques and tools was on the boom. Most teachers made efforts to equip
themselves for remote education techniques on their own, such as through
online videos, through friends or relatives. Some attended several training
programmes online to understand various tools on online teaching. On the
other hand, the learners, i.e., students, were also facing the challenge to learn
how to get connected, how to get the benefit of such online learning mode.
Generally, it is considered that it is easier for the new generation students to
adopt such change based on technology than the previous generation's
teachers. Still, there were two things — conducting class online and safety. The
first thing connectivity depends on the service provider as per the locality,
and the second safety depends on both the types of users, i.e., teachers and
students.

While online learning was booming at a very high pace worldwide,
the number of glitches and issues on safety, privacy, data security, etc., were
increasing. One of such problems was the hijacking of the online class or
meeting by unauthorized persons. The hijacking was termed as
'"Zoombombing.' After hunting for the etymology of the term 'Zoombombing,'
we found that the name was possibly coined for the first time by journalist
Elizabeth Redden in mass media on 26" of March 2020. She wrote a news

portal. The concept of 'Zoombombing' meant when any uninvited participant
joins the online class or online meeting and disrupts the same by sending
indecent messages, audio-video material, spam, or by disturbing the speaker
through the annotation on the screen. While describing the 'zoombombing' in
her news article Elizabeth Redden writes "The professors were the victims of
'Zoombombing' -- the "Zoom" in this case being the online meeting and
course-hosting platform, and the "bombs" typically taking the form of racist
vitriol or pornographic content shared with the group by an unwelcome
user."? Having seen 'zoombombing,' the Zoom CEO Eric Yuan said that "the
company was not prepared for the sudden increased new users. As per the
figures "over 90,000 schools across 20 countries" opted Zoom to continue their
education remotely. More than 200 million participants were meeting daily
compared to 10 million participants meeting on Zoom before the pandemic
era. Due to the influx of users, the challenges to make it secured, the CEO
announced that his company would be working on security for the next
couple of months.?

The term 'Zoombombing' was initially limited to issues on the Zoom
video conferencing platform only but gradually when such hijacking was
taking place on other video-conferencing platforms such as Google Meet,
Cisco Webex, Skype, GoToMeeting, Microsoft Teams, Jitsi, Bluejeans, Starleaf,
Webinar.ru, AdobeWebinar, etc. this term was used for all platforms and
became a frightening phenomenon. The zoombombing is considered a
cyberattack. Overall, cyberattacks were increased by 37% in the first quarter
of 2020 in India.# In this study, we are focusing on '"Zoombombing'on Zoom
and security issues worldwide, but most of the features and safety
recommendations are equally applicable to other video-conferencing
platforms as well.

Nature of Zoombombing

During the pandemic era, the human race was looking for alternative
methods to connect with near and dear ones. The Zoom video conferencing
platform became one of the popular social platforms for teachers, students,

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business, offices, family, and friends. Most of the new users were unaware of
privacy and security settings while conducting the class or meeting. Such
users were the easy target for monsters to interrupt or disturb the users of the
meeting. After going through various zoombombing on news portals and
video archives, we may divide them into three levels:

Level 1(Prank): In such a hijacking, the hijacker joins the meeting
with an actual or false name to entertain the participants by pranking with
the teacher. In such cases, unexpected video or audio file is shared or played
on the screen. The hijacker may also use a chatbox to pass on unusual
messages. There were many incidents when such 'zoombombing' took place
in the year 2020. One example is the BASD Elementary Principal meeting of
Bethlehem Area School Districts when the uninvited user barged into the
meeting and started dancing and playing music. The troller was wearing
various types of funny masks and dancing to entertain the participants. Later,
they learned that their acquaintance made such guest appearances to prank
or entertain the meeting participants. In such cases, the aim of the troller is on
a lighter note, i.e., entertainment. Generally, the raider reveals himself/herself
at the end.

Level 2 (Harassment): In this attack, the zoombomber would join the
meeting with an actual or false name to harass the participants by sharing
unwelcome audio-video or textual material. The attack is generally well
planned with hate speech, porn, unwelcome video, or audio shared during
the online meeting/online class. The attacker would also use the screen
annotation and draw anything unusual to disrupt the meeting or class. There
are many examples of such incidents that triggered the world to ensure safety
measurement while conducting online meetings. Such cases were alarming in
harming people that various governments have to take steps against the zoom
platform. The United States' FBI advised the teleconferencing software
company to implement cybersecurity features such as forcibly enabling the
password to join the meeting, restricting the screen sharing, mandatory
waiting room for virtual meetings. FBI also recommended ensuring the
security features implemented through regular updates in the VICé One
more example of showing pornography during the Indiana Election
Commission meeting held on Zoom in April was disrupted with

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pornographic images 7. The aim of sharing obscene content is generally to
harass users or organizers of the event, meeting, class. People with having
criminal mindset may commit such acts.

Level 3 (Hacking): After level 2 the level 3 is also another disastrous
form of Zoombombing. The cybercriminals would share the executable file
through the chatbox. The users knowingly or unknowingly would click on
the malicious file. Some malwares are installed with one click bypassing all
security layers of your machine, whereas some may ask for authorization to
execute the file. Commonly, the user clicks on yes to authorize the installation.
In this case, the hacker would get full or partial control over the machine of
users. This kind of practice was there through emails, where the user would
get the link or file to execute on the device. Users, out of curiosity, would be
trapped, and the hacker can take over the computer's data. However, this
kind of executables file can also be received from other sources, such as email,
website, phone, etc. There has been one more way of hacking that appeared
in the previous year. It is a Zoom phishing scam. In this case, the hacker or
spammers would send phishing emails or text messages with some
provoking content such as "Update your Zoom account for security reason",
"You Zoom account has been suspended", "Your Zoom password is to be
updated” "You missed a Zoom meeting". These messages would be
accompanied by hyperlink to help/update the details. After clicking on the
link, the user would reach on prototype page of "Zoom Login," on which the
user would be asked to fill up "Login id" and "Old Password" along with
"New Password". Such a login page is a trap and would steal the credentials
entered by the users. They can  easily  access  the
meetings/recordings/conversations in the chatbox and other information with
such details. Hackers use different ways to trap the users and hack the
meeting, data, or computer.

Safeguard of Zoombombing;:

3. Secured Meeting Platform: It is recommended to use the secured
platform with the control to restrict inappropriate actions in case of
emergency. The criticism of Zoom in the beginning of the year 2020 lead
it to equip it with various security features in version 5.0 and above.
Today the Zoom has become one of the most secured platforms
available for an individual. Google Meet has rolled out some security
features for a limited user having Google Suite. Security features are
awaited for general users. Other platforms are also trying their best to
include safety features to their platforms available to general users.

Avoid Sharing Meeting link on Public
Platforms: It may be an open invitation
to hackers or trouble makers if the
meeting link is shared on social
platforms. The links which are shared
on public platforms are easy to find
through Search Engine or Tool. A
simple URL search with the syntax
'zoom.us' or meet on any search engine
or customized Tool can provide
hundreds of meeting links, meeting ids,
and passwords®.

5. Keeping track of New Participant: In some cases, the teacher would not
pay attention to the participants joining the class or meeting. The
troublemakers would always join with fake names. The host has to be
alert to the participants when they join the class or meeting. One has to

'zoombombing' would occur. In some cases, the host left the meeting without
ending the event, and the unwanted activity was continued on the screen,
forcing users to leave the meeting. Whereas in some cases, the host had tried
to control and catch the culprit with a username. In such a situation, the host
had blocked that particular user or thrown out of the meeting. But the troller
would come back with a different user account and resumed the malicious
activity.!0 In one of the raids, the teacher made the troller as 'Host' out of
nervousness. After getting the 'Host' right, the raider got all the controls to
disrupt the meeting.

As per the study, most of the attacks are invited by the insiders, who
would share the meeting credentials with others. Chen Ling and others write
in their study "A First Look at Zoombombing", "Our findings indicate that
these attacks mostly target online lectures, and that they are mostly called by
insiders who have legitimate access to the meetings. We find that insiders are
commonly sharing confidential information like meeting passwords and the
identify of real participants in the meeting, making common protections

against zoombombing ineffective."

However, after all the security measurements, if such an incident
occurs and someone tries to interrupt the meeting/class, then try to be calm
and take the further steps:

Report such users so that their account may be suspended

In case the troller joins with another name, try to identify him/her in
the waiting room.

If the meeting credentials are shared on any public platform such as
Twitter by an insider, repeated or multiple attempts might occur of
'zoombombing'. In this case, immediately end the meeting and create a new
meeting id and share with the participants securely.

The host can adopt various other steps to ensure to conduct before
and during the meeting to secure the meeting or class.

Create ID along with Password for the meeting

Share the credentials with registered/acquainted participants
Enable the Waiting Room

Disable 'Join Before Host'

Disable Private Chat among Participants

Restrict the Annotation

Restrict Share Screen by anyone

Restrict the Mic

Enable the setting that removed participant would not join again
Report the hackers/raiders to the platform

Assign volunteers to be vigilant and make him/her Co-Host
Interact with the Participants

Avoid File Sharing (in Chatbox)

Check for Updates regularly

Remove the Troublemaker immediately

Conclusion

their jobs, some mescreants were conducting malicious activities on video-
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conferencing platforms. In some cases, the effect of such acts has led to trauma
to the host and participants. The result of such attacks leads to ban some of
the leading video-conferencing platforms. India also issued guidelines on
using zoom for online meetings. One of the very pertinent questions raised
during this period was the security and safety of online meetings. The attacks
which were carrying out are categorized into three levels as Prank,
Harassment, and Hacking. The steps mentioned in the study may be fruitful
in conducting the classes or meeting online.

Despite the glitches, the teachers have to acquire online pedagogical
skills. It is the requirement of today as well as the future. The National
Education Policy 2020 emphasized the necessity to be ready with alternative
modes. "...existing digital platforms and ongoing ICT-based educational
initiatives must be optimized and expanded to meet the current and future
challenges in providing quality education for all."’2 Besides learning how to
conduct meetings/classes online with safety and security, one must also
explore how to conduct online classes effectively. The training sessions,
hands-on sessions, and research in online teaching will help the teachers
acquire futuristic pedagogy skills.
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Assessing First Year Students of Russian
During the Pandemic: Issues and Outcomes

The present time is one of uncertainties in the field of higher education. With
the discontinuation of in-person classes, foreign language teachers have had
to struggle with finding platforms to take classes on, as well as with the
methods of teaching in a virtual world.

The question of how to assess the progress made by the students over this
period is vitally important. Educationists differ in the importance of the
various approaches to assessing the knowledge and skills of students. They
clearly differentiate the concepts of “assessment’, ‘evaluation’ and “testing’.

This article reflects the new means used to assess the skills of listening,
reading, speaking and writing, specifically at the beginner’s level. It also
discusses an innovative method - ‘student as content creators’, applied to
assess the comprehension, memory and application of material covered.

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The present time is one of uncertainties in the field of higher
education. There have been no physical classes for almost a semester, and
consequently, any traditional forms of assessment, evaluation or testing.

Teaching foreign languages in this context presents its own set of
complexities. In-person interaction with the students is a crucial element of
the teaching process. It is considered integral to the development of the skills
of listening, speaking, reading and writing. Students at the beginners’ level
specially require constant attention regrading pronunciation of unfamiliar
sounds, formation of letters in a new script, reading words with the emphasis
on the correct vowel, and sentences with the correct intonation.

With in-person classes discontinued in present times, foreign
language teachers have had to struggle with finding platforms to take classes
on, as well as with the methods of teaching in a virtual world. There has been
success, to an extent, in keeping students engaged using various online
platforms such as Zoom, Google Meet and WhatsApp. Interaction with the
students has reassumed, and has been underway for almost four months
now.

However, the question arises as to how to assess the progress made
by the students over this period.

Educationists differ in the importance of the various approaches to
assessing the knowledge and skills of students. They clearly differentiate the
concepts of ‘assessment’, ‘evaluation” and ‘testing’. The first is a process of
identifying the strengths and the weaknesses of the students. It informs the
teacher about the manner in which progress is being made. One of the types
of assessment, namely, formative assessment is often likened to parallel
feedback.

Formative assessment, also termed ‘assessment for learning’. It is not
product, i.e., result oriented, rather, the focus is on the students, on their
active participation in the teaching-learning process. Students play a central
role in this type of assessment.!

Norman E. Gronlund and Robert L. Linn state that “The term
Evaluation is closely related to measurement. It is in some respect, inclusive
including informal and intuitive judgement of pupil’s progress. Evaluation is

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describing something in term of selected attributes and judging the degree of
acceptability or suitability of that which has been described.” 2

“Pedagogical testing is represented as a set of instruments that allows
assuring systematic monitoring and objective evaluation of students’
professional training quality in the course of entire education process,
defining stages of tests carrying out and also ways and means of educational
results adjustment”.?

“Various kinds of pedagogical testing of knowledge and skills are
used in the system of higher education: entrance testing (at the beginning of
education); current testing (during education), borderline testing (upon topic
completion), final testing (upon subject completion), delayed testing (control
of “residual” knowledge sometime after topic or course studying)”. 4

Formative Assessment is of critical importance in present times. For
Formative Assessment to be bring clear results, its aim should be clearly
delineated. The first question to answer to, is about the learning objective. In
our case it was to assess the learning experience of the First-year students of
Russian as a foreign language, over the past four months of online classes. At
the beginner’s level, the student skills to be assessed were memory,
comprehension as well as application.

To give an overview of what the students know, in about four months
of in-person classes, the course covered by the undergraduate students of the
first year was the singular form of nouns and personal pronouns in the
Nominative, Prepositional, Genitive, Accusative, Dative and Instrumental
cases; the possessive pronoun, the adjectives, Cardinal and Ordinal Numerals
in the Nominative case, Adverbs, the Verb aspect as well as the very basic
Verbs of motion.

It is important to mention here that all students of one of the sections
of First year that I am teaching, have returned home, the majority to
provincial towns, and quite a few to rural areas. They face issues regarding
internet connectivity and stability, and the consensus reached after discussion
with them, was to revise previously taught material and cover new material
using the audio and video message services on WhatsApp.

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To cover new material voice messages of a duration of 10-15 minutes
were recorded on each topic - a task, which proved to be quite challenging.
Explanation of a particular topic had to be first written down, and then
revised to ensure that it was thorough. Practice was required before recording
to ensure that the reading was clear, at a pace slower than usual, without
errors or long pauses. Some of the previous material revised and new material
covered was, ‘The Imperfective and Perfective Aspects of the Verb’, ‘The Use
of Modal words ny>xHO, Hag0, Mo>xHO and Heap3s', ‘Changing Direct speech
to Indirect speech in Sentences which are Statements’, “The Usage of the
Construction Cxoasko BpeMenu?’, ‘The Formation of the Plural form of
Nouns in the Genitive case’ etc.

To assess the comprehension of the students, after covering each
revised as well as new topic, exercises from their textbook and workbook
were given as assignments.

It is necessary to assess the writing skills of the students at the
beginner’s level, as Russian language uses the Cyrillic script. Thus, the
students were asked to not type out the homework, but write as usual in their
notebooks, take a photograph and send it on WhatsApp. Correction was done
using photo editing apps, sent back to the student and remarks were sent in
the next message.

To assess the pronunciation of words and phrases, the intonation of
sentences, students were asked to record themselves while reading the texts
from their textbook. The recording was sent to the teacher as a voice message.
Video clips of Russian language tongue-twisters from YouTube were shared
from time to time. Students had to listen to the tongue-twisters, memorise
them, and after practising, record themselves. In this manner the skills of
listening and speaking were assessed. Tongue twisters also helped to assess
the speech tempo of the students.

Online song and poetry competitions organised by our Centre of
Russian Studies, SLL&CS, as well as the Russian Centre of Science and
Culture, New Delhi gave not only a chance to the students to participate, but
proved to be an opportunity for the teachers to assess the skill of speaking as
well as memorising.

To prepare the students, video clips of songs of the Great Patriotic
War era, recitation of short poems by famous Russian poets like Pushkin and
Lermontov were shared. The lyrics of the songs and poems with the accent
marks, as well as their translation into English was provided to enhance
comprehension as well as improve expression while singing or reciting.
Before participating, the students sent video messages of their rendition of
the song or poem to the teacher for correction.
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The skill of application of material covered was proving difficult to
assess. Although a semblance of normalcy had been achieved, the teaching-
learning process had been put back on track to an extent, the process was still
quite traditional. Absence of normal interaction was also resulting in a lack of
motivation.

Webinars, conducted by the Jawaharlal Nehru University
‘Empowering Teaching Through Online Mode’ provided knowledge of the
ways to assess application of material covered. The webinars were an
introduction to the key issues of teaching and assessment in the ‘new normal’,
where the shift from the instructive to the constructive mode of teaching was
brought into focus. We, as teachers, were made aware of a method in which
teaching would follow a student centric approach, where the students were
encouraged to enquire and discover, rather than follow. There would be an
active participation by the students in the teaching-learning process.

An innovative concept of students being the “creators of their own
course content’ was shared by one of the many excellent speakers, Dr.
Kumarduth Goodary (Vinaye) Head, Dept. of Hindi, SMGI, Mauritius.
Students should apply the knowledge they have already acquired, to create
material for study.

This method would motivate them to improve their competency
skills, pay attention to language accuracy and language fluency. It would also
guide the teachers to assess comprehension, memory as well as application of
the material covered.

The task given to the students was to write a composition of about
250 words about their day-to-day activities in the pre-Covid times, during the
months spent away from in-person teaching at the University, and about
what they would do when the current situation improved.

The students would be required to remember the declension of nouns
in the singular form and personal pronouns in the six cases, the possessive
pronoun in the Nominative case, the verbs specifically used to describe their
daily activities, the imperfective and perfective aspects of the verb to clarify
whether this activity was habitual or not. They would need to remember the
past, present and future tense forms of the verbs as well as the correct number
and gender.

Students would have to remember the grammar units, understand
the situations in which they are used, as well as apply them correctly to write
their own sentences. Being a task for beginners it focused more on developing
memory.
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The assignment had to be submitted after about five days. The results
were encouraging, though mixed. Whereas almost all the students had been
submitting previous assignments, exactly half the class, i.e, 12 students
submitted their composition. This could be put down to students used to
learning by rote, and not having the experience that encourages them to think.
Many are also not used to creative writing.

What was greatly encouraging, was the fact that the assignments
submitted were of a good standard. It was possible to assess what the
students had understood, namely usage of the tenses, verbs used to describe
daily activities, willingness to honest about their feelings and express their
thoughts in a new language. This was most visible in the third section where
the task was to talk of plans for future activities.

The word order in a sentence, verb aspect, literal translation of
phrases, phonetical, lexical interference are some of the areas that need
constant attention.

In conclusion, the past few months have been a tough journey for the
teachers as well as the students. It was an introduction to the world of virtual
classes, and a search for a suitable platform and methods to impart
information. It was also a search for ways of assessing the students. The skills
of listening, reading, speaking and writing, specifically at the beginner’s level
were assessed using new means. An innovative method ‘student as content
creators’ was applied to assess comprehension, memory and application of
material covered. This period was a teaching-learning experience, both for the
teacher and the students.
